Many social welfare organizations have come forward to assist financially such
families. However, with the formation of the World Memon Organisation (WMO), the financial assistance for education has increased
tremendously. The WMO chapters in Pakistan and India have taken upon themselves to provide financial assistance for education to thousands
of such families. At present, around 10,000 swdents are being financed by WMO India and WMO Pakistan for acquiring education, We
understand that still there ane numerous poor and distressed farmilies who are in dire need of financial assistance for the better future of their
children.

May we humbly request the well-to-do families of the community to come forward and adopt poor students for providing themn with quality
education. If we all, the members of the Memon Community, to whom Almighty Allah has bestowed with wealth and canng heart, rise to the
OCCAsion t0 ensure cent percent education in the firture generations of the Memon Commmumity, only then, we would feel satisfied that we have
done our duty to the Community.

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Importance of

education in Islam

‘God does not change the condition of a
people until they change their own inner
selves' {al-Cur'an, 13:11; sec also B:33)
According to the above-quoted
Qur'anic verse, the most important factor
in the rise or fall of a society are the
human beings themselves, They are the
architects of their own fate. They are not
only the end of their development but also
the means and, as the Qur'an has rightly
pointed out in another verse, they can
have nothing more than what they strive
for (53:39). Their rise and fall, therefore,
depend on their own motivation, effort,
character and ability. Arnold Toynbee
reflected this same idea by stating in his
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& Dr. M. Umer Chapra
(Adviser Islamic Research and

Training Institute Islamic Development Bank Jeddah)

magnum opus book, A Study of History,
that “Civilizations die from suicide, not by
murder”,

Human beings do not, however,
operate in a vacuum. There are a number
of factors that influence them and affect
their pedformance. Among the most
important of these are their character and
knowledge. A great deal of emphasis has,
therefore, been laid on both of these in
Islam.

As far as character is concerned, the
Prophet (pbuh) said that *The most
perfiect of Muslims is he whose character
is the best”. But character itself is itself
dependent on knowledge of what Islam

expects from its followers, He, therefore,
clearly emphasized that it is obligatory
for every Muslim (male or female) to seek
knowledge” and that "wisdom s the lost
asset of a Muslim, he is the most
deserving of 1t wherever he finds it”,
There are two human institutions that
play a crucial role in character building
and education. These are the family and
educational institutions. It is indispensable
for every society to ensure proper
upbringing in the family along with well-
equipped and well-staffed schools, colleges
and universities if it is serious about
promoting sustainable development. 1F
these do not exist, the future generation
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¥ EDUCATION

will suffer a setback and its moral and
intellecreal quality will not be of the
desired caliber. That society will then not
be able to develop the technology that is
needed for accelerating development, It
will have then set itself on a declining
path.

This places proper upbringing and
education along with research and
advancement in technology among the
most crucial factors for development.
Accordingly, education and research
received unstinting support in the eardier
centuries of Islam. Consequently, a *most
momentums intellecteal awakening™ took
place, as Philip Himi has rightly pointed
out in his book, History of the Arabs (1958),
This was particularly so during the reign
of Harun al-Rashid (781-809) when
Baghdad grew from nothingness to a
world centre of wealth and learning. A
number of science academies called Dar
al-Ulum (Academy of Sciences), Dar al-
Hilernah ( Academy of Wisdom) and Bayr
al-Hikmah (House of Wisdom) were
established. These provided free education
in all science subjects, such as agriculure,
astronomy, history, chemistry, logic,
mathematicians, medicine, philosophy,
physics and zoology.

As a result of all this, original and
path-breaking contnbutions were made 1o
mathematics, science, medicine,
philosophy, literature and art, leading 1o
the supremacy of the Muslim world in
these fields for almost four countries from
the middle of the eighth to the middle of
the twelfth centuries. Even after the
Muslim world lost its number one spot,
substantial contributions continued to be
made for at least two more centuries,
Education and development thus went
hand in hand in the Muslim world, as has
also been the case elsewhere. Education
promoted improvement in the quality of
human bemgs as well as technological
advance, and led to accelerated
development. As a result, the Muslim

—

world became one of the most advanced
economically because it was at the
forefront of scientific and technological
progress,

This raises the question of what led o
the stagnation of science and technology
in the Muslim world. Two of the most
important factors were the decline in state
Anancial support and the inability of the
private sector to shoulder the entire
burden. Decline in state financial support
was largely due to undemocratic
governmenis which spent state resources
lavishly on their own luxory and the
pursuit of conguests. They had no vision
of what was needed to enable the society
to accelerate its development and to
maintain its supremacy.

Meanwhile, effective democratic
processes ensured the use of public
resources for development in the Western
world. Development in turn led to a rise
in demand for education. While the

population in the USA increased twelve
times between 1840 and 1970, college
enrolments rose 417 times. Government
support plus private inftiatives led 1o
unprecedented advances in science and
technology, thus giving a further boost 1o
development. Democracy, education and
development thus reinforced each other in
the Western world.

Even though one of the major causes
of Muslim decline was the decline in
government support for education, the
tragedy in Pakistan is that this cause
continues to persist. Whale defence has
been given maximum priority in Pakistan,
education has received little state support.
Without adequate government support,
education has become very expensive and
beyond the reach of the poor. We have not
even been able to have 100 percent
literacy. Since education is one of the
primary sectors which can enable the poor
to move forward, the effect of low grade
government suppart for education will
prevent the poor from do this. The effect
will be that the rich will grow richer and
the poor poorer. Such a development will
exacerbate social tensions and ultimately
destabilize the country. Unless this policy
changes, Pakistan will not only be unable
to accelerate and sustain development but
will also be embroiled in social tensions,

The Government of Pakistan needs to
realize that even the future of strong
defence depends on accelerated
development in the country. This in turn
depends on high quality of moral and
science education along with
technological advance. If development 15
slow, the resources that defence needs will
not be able to expand adequately and
defence will also ultimately become weak.

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Strategic importance of
professional education and

espected elders, brothers and
sisters,

It is a great honor to be in the midst of
eminent member of the community from
around the world.

It is & very auspicious day; a day of
rejoicing that we have assembled here to
deliberate about the ways and means for
kecping the community at the global level
vibrant, robust and ticking.

The partition of India in 1947 had, like
others, uprooted the community, There
was a great exodus. While some
immigrated 10 Europe, South Africa and
the UUSA etc., great majority migrated 1o
Pakistan. However, as they say, the
hammer shatters glass but forges steel,
The pangs of migration were, with God's
blessing soon mitigated and overcome and
because of the dynamism that is its
distinguishing hallmark of the community
re-emerged as a vibrant community in a
very short while it is indeed a contimuing,
great success story since then,

As they say, there is always a spring

after autumn. The migration has been
beneficial. The community is no more &
closed commumity. It is no more a
community with marginal literacy rate. [t
is now totally transformed commundty,
open to change, The latter position is one
of the prime movers for continued sucoess.
The community has travelled a long way
forward. It is no more a community of
business intermedianes. The members of
the community now, by God's Grace, own
big, rather very big industries and it is now
an economic foree to be reckoned with,
[t:’umu:rnt’gmat satisfaction that
the community has come to have a
different mindser. It no more lives in
isolation, as it was used to in the pre-
partition period. The community is not, as
in per-partition period, restricted to
business. The community had, by and
large, realized the significance of
education as an engine of progress as far
back as 1950s. As its result, quite a
sizeable number of community members
had opted for education and particularly
professional education like chartered

accountants, banker's doctors and
majority of these had belonged to border
line middle class. This was a major shift in
the community’s social make-up. It had
augured well for the community’s future,
In that they provided role models and
were a source of inspiration and
eéncouragement to the upcoming members
of the community. Good mumber of them
has crossed over to affluent segment of the
commumnity.

The time then was stable and
education was within Anancial reach of
the commaon man. [t is no more 50, in
consequence, the pace of upcoming
members of the community opting for
professional qualification has much
weakened, And this is because
professional education has a substantially
long gestation period of 4-6 years, those
members of the borderline community,
that generally used to opt for the
professional education, cannot spare in
the face of extreme economic
compulsions,

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It's time to note the marked difference
berween 50z and 60s and the time we are
in now, They are virtually different. The
505 and 605 were stable time; things were
at hand and financially in reach, It is no
maore so, the ime we ane confronted with,
15 & turbulent time; the change is the only
COTISTANnt now.

The time ahead is forecast to be still
more Muid and more turbulent, Skill
requirements are in a perpetual motion;
only the change is a constant. What is
science fiction today may become reality
in a short period of only 4-5 years hence.

Education has become quite expensive.
Professional education is still more
expensive. While normal education itself
is already beyond the financial means of
an average borderline middle class family,
professional education has slipped from
the financial reach of even a middie class
family, let alone borderline families. For
instance, before becoming eligible for
chartered accountants' studentship, a
candidate needs to qualify preparatory
examination. It takes two years time and
about Rs. 100,000 o complete it. The
position in the case of other professional
examination is no different, Take for
instance, the information technology
related education. Education in good
academic institutions e.g. FAST, needs
over Rs 100,000 per year as tuition and
other expenses alone for four long years.
Even IT diploma certification courses like
COracle, MCSE call for no less than
Rs. 50,000 per annum.

It is a situation of serious proportion.
It shall, in the medium term, seriously
dent the upward socio-economic swing of
the community and might, in the long
run, jeopardize, neutralize or mullify the
collective progress of the community. The
situation merits serious attention of and
redress by the community so that the
adverse trend may be contained before it
causes gricvous injury.

I am happy to inform that in Pakistan,
the number of the chartered accountants
of the community is 300 plus out of the
totally of less than 2700 chartered
accountants in the country. | have
mentioned it with a purpose, which is that
the mumber of charered accountant of
the community represents a fact that
provides immense satisfaction when it is
compared with the proportion of 2700
chartered accountants in a population of
130 million plus vis-4-vis over 300 in a
community of 500,000. The position in
relation to other professions is no
different. In hindsight, these attainments
and achieverments have been possible
because of correct reading of the needs of
what in 50s and 60s was a future.

Let me remind that, we as elders of
the time own great responsibility
towards the upcoming children and the

posterity of the community. We need 1o
be visionary, like our elders were. We
are in a more volatile time and the future
is more uncertain that in the 50s and 60s.
We need therefore to show greater
foresight than them in reading the future
and putting in place plans for upcoming
children to fare better than us. We also
have to inerease the size of our stride
and accelerate the pace of progress.

It is almost stating the obvious that
change always brings its own social and
others problem. The obverse of the above
stated broad based radical is that the
Ccommunity now has not three social
strata, namely, affluent, middle class and
poor; in line with the general social
pattern, a fourth strata, namely, border-
line middle class has also risen in between
the middle class and poor. We know that
it is a very delicate, fragile class. It needs
special economic care to provide
congenial environment in order 1o let
them graduate to middle class rather than
let them slide back into the category of
poor through economic neglect.

Until very recently, the industry and
large-scale business, through incorporated
actually was run by 'owners' as they
wanted to. This setup is under severe
strains. As the things are moving now, it is
not an exaggerated forecast to make that
this set-up, under the pressure of
stakeholders and changed business
environments and new corporate laws, is
to cease (o exist sooner than we presently
visualize. In a short while, professional
managers shall manage the companies.
This change is unstoppable, it is already a
normal practice in the UK, the USA, and
other European countries efc. in view of
the globalization and the world becoming
a global village, other countries cannot
remain insulated from international trend
for long.

Some hold the view that the impending
change shall be far reaching. They
forecast it to be civilization altering,
Reading and being ready to succeed in
such turbulent imes needs great vision
and policies within the context of such
broad vision. It can't and should not be
left to individual efforts. A couple of
individuals moving forward would not
alleviate the community position. Moving
the community in its totality forwand
needs very well orchestrated, what might
be termed centralized effort.

It 15 indeed a matter of great
satisfaction that in addition to being a
dynamic, pulsating community, God in
his mercy has blessed the community with
a very great philanthropic inner urge,
What is needed is to coordinate and
channelize the philanthropic donation in a
way that more purposely and pointedly
helps that collective economic well being

of the community more durably. I suggest
that a board of professional members of
the community should be set at the
international level for the promotion of
professional education and working out
strategies for human resource
development in the face of highly volarile
future.

This board should collect relevant data
about existing professionals and keep it
updated. The board should monitor the
international job trends, both for medium-
and-long term plan human resource
development to suit the forecast needs
scenario. To do this, the board should fix
tangible targets so that reality on ground
is measurable in concrete terms. The
board should raise funds at the
international level to facilitate the
implementation of the plan. Each country
should have a national board, The
intermational board should allocate funds
to such boards with reference to the
community's population for implanting
the targets.

In order to move the community
collectuvely and make long range social
impact, the national boards should hunt
talent, especially among borderline
middle class and poor and encourage
them to go for professional education. To
achieve the just stated objective, student
should be extended the facility of Qarz-¢-
Hasna with no mark up. The confinuation
of the facility should be linked with their
educational performance that should be
well defined and articulated.

The community should try to absorb
such professionals; the Ismaili Community
has this arrangement and strategy for a
long time now. Of course, the advaniage
with Ismailis is that they have a spiritual
head and as its result, they, as followers
of faith, implement his 'dictates' with
religious fervor. The Memon Community
can and must neutralize this
disadvantage through leadership and
collective wisdom. This is core need ol
the time. Efforts at individual level may
not succeed in forging the desired future of
the community as a whole.

My fellow members of the
commumnity, it is a critical issue. It should
not be dragged into long deliberations; it
cannot brook delay. The change and
change lor the better are two different
things and a journey of a thousand miles
begins with the first step.

Let us turn face to sun so that
shadows fall behind. There is a Danish
proverh that says, “He who would leap
far must take a long run”, For the
community to succeed in the long leap,
let us take a long run and run at a faster
speed.

I should conclude by reminding that
the penalty for complacency is being left
behind.
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How your child can
benefit from reading

¢ all know how reading can

benefit us both in our personal

and business lives, When we
read, we learn many things and we even
have the opportunity to Improve our
communication skills although we may
not be aware of it. We are exposed to the
right usage of language and correct
structure of sentences when we read that's
why our communication skills are
improved, Those who read for pleasure
are benefiting from it though they may not
be aware of it. For children, though,
reading can be a very powerful tool. By
having the entire family join a book club,
the children can become interested in
reading or in books. Kids can benefit from
reading in three different ways.

Firstly, those who grew up reading
books have a higher chance of excelling in
their studies and finding great jobs. But
we're not talking about occasional readers
or comic book readers who are mostly
dealing with incorrect or informal usage
of a language. We are referring to those
who have the opportunity to develop a
love for reading so that they actually pick
a worthy book themselves and just start
flipping the pages without an adult or
elder telling them. We are talking about
those who would love to join book clubs
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or perhaps collect books by themselves,
When children are able to develop this
kind of habit, they can eventually master
written word and eventually sharpen their
intellectual abilities as well. There are of
course other means to do this but reading
is by far the most favored one.

The second is that those children who
love reading can learn so many things
from the books they choose to read. The
subjects aren't limired. These books can
inclade subject matters like those
discussed in schools like biology, physics
or chemistry. Even reading fiction has its
benefits. Reading can open a child's mind
to different possibilities about life,
Although it would take an actoal
experience of things to be able to really
learn from them, it cannot be denied that
knowing about certain life situations
ahead in Action can make us think twice
about possibly making such events happen
in réality. When children read, they are
exposed to different scenarios about life
and somehow, when they have to go
through such scenarios for real in their
own lives, they will not completely new to
the situation because somehow, he has
gained insights from a good book that he
has read.

Third, reading improves a child's

writing ability. While it is easy to say that
a speaker is a good one just by listening to
his promunciation and delivery, not all
good speakers are good writers, There are
good speakers but when it's time for them
to write, they find it hard to construct
good written sentences, But a person who
is good in writing, is most probably, good
in speaking as well. To improve a child's
writing skills, it is important to expose
him to the correct and formal usage of
language through the published books that
he reads. This way, the kid masters the
language subconsciously which is, by the
way, the best method for learning
anything, whether not related to language.
Third, reading improves a child's
writing ability, Although a speaker may be
judged of how good he is by his diction
and his delivery, always remember that
good speakers sometimes may not be
good wrters. There are good speakers but
when it's ime for them to write, they find
it hard to construct good written
sentences, Those who are good in writing,
however, are most of the time good in
speaking. A child's writing skills can be
improved by exposing him to correct and
formal usage of languape through reading
published books. The child can eventually
master the language subconsciously.
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Education and Role
of WMO

Educa.n'ml in the largest sense is any
act or experience that has a
formative effect on the mind,
character or physical ability of an
individual. In its technical sense,
education is the process by which society
deliberately transmits its accumulated
kmowledge, skills and values from one
generation to another.

Knowledge 15 identified as worship in
Islam. The acquiring of knowledge is
worship, reading the Quraan and
pondenng upon it is worship, travelling to
gain knowledge 1s worship. The practice
of knowledge is connected with ethics and
morality with promoting virtue and
combating vice, enjoining right and
forbidding wrong. This is called in the
Quraan: “Amr bil-l maaruuf wa nah-y-
ani-l munkar®,

To seek knowledge is a sacred duty; it
1s obligatory on every Muslim, male and
female, The first word revealed of the
Quraan was "IQRA" means READ/| Seek
knowledge! Educate yourselves! Be
educated.

The Muslims today are the most
hurmiliated community in the world.
Moreover, should they persist in following
the same educational system as given by
their colonial masters, they will not be
able to recover themselves from moral and
spiritual decadence

Education - both general and, either
professional or occupational, is essential
for the progress and well-being of the
individuals, communities and countries. A
good general education imparts effective
language and communication skills,
creates awareness of the past heritage. It
also provides knowledge about the current
social, economical and general
environment and teaches how to live in
harmony therewith.

Omn the other hand, a good General and
Professional / Occupational education
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enables the individuals to earn a decent
livelihood without which well being of the
individuals, communities and countries is
at stake. A good General and Professional
# Occupational education is a very
effective tool in alleviating poverty.

Due to lack of a good General and
Professional / Occupational Education,
many generations of the community
members are facing poverty and have
become permanently dependent on Zakat
/ Donations, To break this cycle of
poverty, it is essential that immediate steps
be taken to attract the younger generation
to acquire the appropriate General /
Professional / Occupational Educarion
and secure employment.

Education for all Commitiee
World Memon Organisation (WhO)
accepting the challenge launched a
scholarship Programmeme for Memon
community with the aim to educate each
and every child of Memon community
from Montessori to professional
education.

It is observed that there are many
Community and Social organizations,
which provide financial help in the form
of scholarship to financially weak families
for the education of their children in their
limited resources, Due to their limited
resources, they could not fulfill the entire
need of needy student's educational
requirements causing dropout of such
students at different level of education.

WMO has started providing financial
help to the students having no / limited
finance for their educational needs. The
scholarship Programme initially started
the year 2006 for the students seeking
higher education. In July 2008,
“Education for all committee” was
constituted nominating me (Qasim Moosa
Lawai) as Chairman of the committee,
supported by Mr. Shoaib Ghaziani, Mr.
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Abdul Majeed Abdani, Mr. Abdul Ghani
Bhangda, Mr. Gul Muhammad, Mr.
Salim Abadani and Mr. Ahmed Motiwala
as members of the commitiee.

The main objective of the committee is
to provide education to the community
children who could not afford educational
expenses due to non-availability of the
funds from Pre-Primary Level to College
Level. In the month of August 2008, the
Committee started functioning by calling
applications from the needy and deserving
families who did not receive sufficient
educational help for their children from
ANy SOUTCE.

(September 2008), Computer Software
was developed with the help of Mr,
Shoaib Ghagiani and proper staff was
recruited. The committee started
processing 4694 applications received
from the applicants out of which 761
applicants were from Non Memons,
which were rejected.

The committee processed Balance 3936
applications, interviewing the families and
processed the applications on fast rack
basis daily in the Holy month of Ramazan

In Pakistan there are millions of young
adults, especially low-income young
adults who have both the ability and
desire to continue their education past
high school. However, they are stalled by
limited access to affordable, quality
options and competing demands for their
time and energy.

For these young people, having the will
and not the way impedes their economic
and personal progress, affecting not only
their prospects but those of their children.
In the near and long term, this situation
compromises our nation's ability to
compete effectively in a global economy to
produce young adults capable of taking
on the demands of and succeeding in a
21st century workplace and democracy.

That is why we have set an ambitious
goal to help the nation double the number
of low-income adults who earn
postsecondary / professional degrees or
credentials, meaningful credentials with
value in the workplace and labor market
by age 26. To accomplish this, we must
conneéct the millions of young who have
the will to get the education they need
with a way 1o get there.

THE FOCUS

The criginal focus was on providing
financial help to low-income students so
they could access college education. The
reward for a college degree today is
perhaps greater than ever with business
demanding skilled labor in a competitive
global economy. In the last 10 years,
technical changes have pushed the
education payoff dramatically in favor of
those with more skills and more
education.

It is no longer enough to ensure that
young people are acoessing college; we
must ensure that they go on to complete
college education.

The Bureau of Labor Statistics projects
of America predicted that through 2014,
more than half of all new jobs will require
more than a high school diploma. In parn,
to the fact that all net growth in the labor
force over the next 20 vears will come
from population groups that our
education system has too often neglected.
This presents both an urgent challenge
and an opportunicy

Historically, the majority have attended
schools with high concentrations of low-
income students. These high-poverty
schools often face shortages of
appropriately trained teachers and
instructional materials, leading to dismal
18

high school and college completion rates.

It is no longer enough to say more
young people are accessing college, For
the sake of their foture and our country's
future, we have to double the number of
young people who complete college
education.

APMF has a significant program to
improve the performance of the
Commumity schools, We know that many
low-income young people do not
complete college education because they
never graduate from high school or
graduate with weak academic skills. At
the same time, we have learned we cannot
stop there, Qur work in postsecondary /
professional education, with its focus on
completion, is a natural extension of our
current education work.

We do not approach this work with a
preference for oné kind of institution or
credential type. Our efforts will be aimed
at strengthening policies and practices
across the range of postsecondary /
professional institutions that enroll the
maost low-income and minority students,
specifically rwo-year colleges (public and
private), four-vear colleges and
universities, In the short term, one focus
will be on community schools and
calleges because they enroll the largest
numbers of low-income students and
represent institutions where philanthropic
are supporting

While most young adults understand the
value of education in the abstract, real life
pressures often prevent them from
completing a degree. This is especially
true for low-income youth with financial
constraints, jobs, and family obligations
that compete for their time and attention.

By closing critical information gaps,
reducing the barmers that prevent them

from learning, and reinforcing their
motivation to learn, we anticipate more
young people will complete their degrees.
Our investments include:
Efforts to influence student behavior
toward activities that promote higher
completion rates, such as full-time
enrollment, mentoring, and limiting job-
related work to less than 20 hours per
week

Redesigning financial aid programs to
include incentives that better serve low-
income young adulis, expanding the
available aid with an emphasis on grants,
and helping students cope with work,
emergencies, and living expenses
Organisations and partnerships providing
more efficient paths into postsecondary
education that, will promote academic
catch-up and degree attainment.

Encourage community leaders to commit
to helping students complete their
college degrees
WMO is in a unique position to make the
case for the importance of getting students
not only to, but also through college
education. Cur investments will focus on
inspiring leaders, employers, and
communities across the country to

ate Al-Haaj Abdur Rahim Marfani

was born in Rajkot in the year

1889. The name of Abdur Rahim
Marfani had been closely connected with
the Muslim political activities of Cutchh
& Kathiyawar. He was one of the very few
sincere & dedicated social workers who
ngdly followed the principle of “Service
before self™. His father Abdul Karim was
a merchant belonging to the medium class
of the Memon Community, Late
A.Rahim Marfani had one sister, three
step-brothers and one step-sister.

Marfani family had been living in
Rajkot since last 200 years; Mr. Beg
Mohammad Karim Marfani was one of
the forefathers of late Abdul Rahim who
had established a bakery at Rajkot in
1834, His successors Haji Ahmed & Haji
A. Karim adopted the same profession to
earn the bread for their family. Likewise,
A. Rahim Marfani followed the family
profession for few decades.

Late Mr. A. Rahim Marfani’s
childhood passed without any notable
incident, He had received his education at
Saurashtra High School of Rajkot. He left
the School after completing five standards.
The younger generation did not acquire
higher education and most of the boys left
school after passing primary classes only.
They studied vernacular language on the
misconception that Memons had no need
to acquire higher standard of education
because they did not have to hunt for jobs,
50, the passing the five standards of high
school at that time was equivalent to
graduation of the present times. Because
of this education and his natural broad-
mindedness, his views on life & different
problems were liberal and his activities
searched wider horizons. He thought
everything in terms of Islamic Millat and
he plunged into bigger field of services
which was not limited to a particular
town, group or community. His broader
outlook helped him very much in his
political activities of later life.

After leaving the high school, he
managed the family profession of bakery
up to 1924. Thereafter, he joined the firm
of Haji Abdoobakar Jooma to gain variety
of experience and went to Burma. He
came back to Rajkot after four years and
once again started the bakery.

During the same period, his public
activities brought him imto close contact
of the great personalities of that time
Quaid-e-Azam M.A. Jinnah & M.EL
Gandhi. Due to his self less political
activities, Muslims of Cutch &
Kathiyawar benefited very much, but at
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the same fime his own business suffered a
lot because greater part of his energy and
time was devoted to public activities. As a
social worker, while other leaders amassed
considerable wealth, he remained a man
of modest means.

He was a very impressive and talented
personality. The Gujarat-Kathiyawar
Educatonal Conference was organized by
him at Rajkot which brought him into the
light as a selfless, dedicated & enthusiastic
worker. Since then, he took very active
part in social & political activities and
shouldered the responsibilities of various
posts in different organizations. He was
the joint secretary of ALL India Memon
Conference from 1932 & onwards,

In 1940, after the establishment of
Cutch-Kathivawar Muslim league, he was
vested with the responsibilities of General
Secretary. During the same period, he
came into conflict with M.K. Gandhi on
certain points involving the interests of
Muslim. He also played a very prominent
part in collecting Quaid-e-Azam's Leagoe
Press fund and Pakistan Herald press.

As a General Secretary of Cutch
Kathiawar Muslim League, he traveled
extensively and with the help of his
effective oratory which brought significant
awakening and moulding opinion
amongst the Muslims of this region.

In 1934, he opened Jubilee Restaurant
with the partnership of Mr. Ahmed
Moormohamed Sodagar. Later on, he
established a Marfani Restaurant and
managed it independently,

In 1947, before the creation of Pakistan
or before the partition of Indian Sub-
continent, he went to Karachi. After 15
days stay, he came back to Rajkot and on
28th August, 1947, he migrated to
Pakistan. On his departune from his native
place Rajkot, the grateful public of Rajkot
honored him by arranging a function.

M. Uchhrangrai Dhebar, who later on
became the President of Congress and
Chief Minister of Saurashtra State, came
personally o bid him farewell,

After his arrival at Karachi, he was
very much hurt by seeing the political
corruption prevailing at that time in the
country. Looking at the sttuation, he
withdrew himself from the active politics
and took keen interest in social activities
as a full umer. It was due to his efforts that
a public dispensary was opencd at Baldiva
Colony, Karachi on 28th September, 1957,
which provided medical facilities to needy
patients at very reasonable charpes.
Another dispensary was opened at Dngh
Road, Karachi on 10th October, 1960,

Late Mr. A Rahim Marfani

Without any hue and cry for publicity, he
worked silently but efficiently for Memon
Medical Society, All Pakistan Memon
Educational & Welfare Society and
innumeérable institutions & organizations
which helped needed person.

At Karachi he started Marfani
Restaurant on Kutchery Boad and it was
managed by himself up to 1959,
Thereafter, he was operated for cataract.
Adfter this operation, he retired from active
lifie.

Late Al-Haaj Marfani adopted very
simple attire consisting of kurna & payjma
form the very beginning. He had many
occasions to come into the contact with
well known & prominent personalities
and leaders, but it never affected his attire,
behavior or conversation. This consistency
was indicative of his strength of character.

A_Rahim Marfani was a religious
minded person and offered his prayers
regularly. His religious knowledge was
very wide. In 1950, he performed the Haj
Pilgrimage. The life of such a selfless and
dedicated worker came to end in 1970 in
Karachi.

In Rajkot, his native place, a
condolence meeting was held and glorious
tributes were paid to him by various
Memon Speaker.

May Allah grant eternal peace to such
a pious soul.

share with you my journey to [slam

and I feel that by sharing this
experience with you I can help you on
your journey through life, We are all born
into different cultures, countries and
religions in what often seems a confusing
and troubled world. Actually, when we
examine the world around us, we can
easily see what a troubled state it is in:
war, poverty and crime. Need I go on?
Yet when we look at our own upbringing
and our education, how can we be sure
that all the things that we have been rold
are in reality the troth?

Unfortunately, most people in the
world decide to try to hide and escape
from the world's problems rather than
stand up and deal with the truth. Dealing
with the truth is often the harder avenue
to follow. The question is: Are you willing
to stand up for the truth? Are you strong
enough? Or, are you going to escape and
hide like the rest?

1 started my search for the truth a
nurnber of years ago. I wanted to find out
the truth about the reality of our
existence. Surely, to understand life
correctly is the key to solving all the
worldly problems that we are faced with
today.

Allah has
descnbed this change in the month of
Ramadan as follows: "0 you who believe,
fasting has been ordained on you as it was
decreed upon those before you so that you
may adopt Tagwa[Tagwa is Allah
consciousness |° (2:183 [Quran 2:183].

Slavery to Ramadan?

If our change is limited to outer physical
practices only, we become slaves to
Ramadan, instead of being servants to Ar-
Rahman (Allah, the Merciful).

Prophet Muhammad [peace be upon him]
has warned vs about those who don't fast
from bad behaviour: "Allah has no
interest in any person’s abstention from
eating and drinking, if that person does
not give up lying and dishonest actions”
[Sahih al-Bukhan].

Ramadan Resolutions

Every Ramadan we make resolutions and
tell ourselves: "This Ramadan will be
different. I'm going to change my

habit.” "l will give up .........", "l will take
my practice of Islam to the next level”.
But how many of us are really able to
follow through? Plenty of good intentions,
many amazing wishes, but sadly enough,
life goes on as usual the morning of Eid.
Ask yourself, how is my fasting benefiting

my spiritual connection with Allah? How
is my extensive worship in Eamadan
helping me discipline my tongue (taste
and speech), eves, ears, and habits? Are
vou ready to take that first step to
transfiorm your bad habits into good ones?

Ways to Kick Bad Habiis

Few things are more demanding than
eliminaiing bad habits, since they are part
of our daily routines and personality. Tt
takes days of patience and practice to
break old habits, However, the good news
is, Ramadan offers a perfect and natural
environment for moral training,
Interestingly, researches from “positive
psychology” (scientific study of successful
people) have repeatedly shown it takes
between 30 to 40 days to kick a bad habit
and develop a new one. In addition to the
physical discipline during the month of
Ramadan, the increased spintual exercise
and connection with Allah, can transform
yvour habits for life.

Try these proven technigues for a
successful positive change in your habits
during Ramadan and beyond!

1 Acknowledge and identify your
bad habits: First step is to admit yvou
need to change. If you are in a state
of denial, you won't recognize that
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you have a bad habit to change.

Pick a habit for this month:
Prioritize your bad habits and focus
on one for this month. If you are
committed to changing at least one
habit, you will see remarkable results,
Allab-willing.

Realize that it's in us to change:
Don't believe the old saying, "You
can't teach an old dog new tricks."
You can break a bad habit if you
really want to, Mo one else can
change your habits, if you don't want
1o,

Remember, Allah loves those
who commit mistakes and repent;
Prophet Muhammad [peace be upon
him] said:

*Hy Him in Whose Hand is my life,
if you were not to commit sin, Allah
would sweep vou out of existence
and He would replace (you by) those
people who would commit sin and
seek forgiveness from Allah, and He
would have pardoned them."

[Sakil Muslim/

Intention & Plan to change: "I7
you fail to plan, you plan to fail." A
healthy process of change in
character requires a gradual pace,
which entails planning. Develop
concrete milestones (o measure your

Replace a bad habit with a good
one; Completely eliminating a habit
is more challenging than replacing it
with a more productive habit.
Moreover, it's crucial to replace the
lost natural needs, such as the need to
socialize and to be entertained with
something healthy.

For instance, it's casicr to replace or
balance your addiction to TV with a
physical workout or reading, than to
suddenly remove the TV from your
life. Interestingly, Prophet
Muhammad [peace be upon him],
the greatest 'psychologist’ of
humanity, illustrated this principle in
these words:

"Fear Allah wherever you may be;
follow up an evil deed with a good
one which will wipe (the former) out,
and behave good-naruredly towards
people.” [At-Tirmidhi]

Change your Environment:
Resist the negative peer pressure by
finding a better company of friends.
Collective action to change is very
powerful. Prophet Muhammad
[peace be upon him| explained this
peer pressure effect with this analogy:
"A good fniend and a bad friend are
like a perfume-seller and a
blacksmith: The perfume-seller might
give you some perfume as a gift, or
you might buy some from him, or at
least you might smell its fragrance.

As for the blacksmith, he might singe
your clothes, and at the very least you
will breathe in the fumes of the
furnace.” [Sahih al-Bukhari &
Muslim]

Exercise: Spintual exercise is
important fior lasting change. You
may not realize that by exerting
yourself in spiritual exercises like the
reading of me and Hardn‘.h
fasting, giving charity, Zikr
|[remembering Allah] etc helps in
eliminating a number of bad habits.
Through the spiritual light of doing
noble deeds evil ones will gradually
be eradicated from your life. Allah
says: “Indeed, Salah restrains from
Shameful and unjust decds”
[Quran:29:45]. A person complained
to the Prophet Muhammad [peace be
upon him) about someone who read
salaah and also committed theft. The
Prophet Muhammad [peace be upon
him] said “His salaat will very soon
wean him off that sin.' This shows
that the evil habits can be got rid of
by adhering to good practices. The
doing of good deeds such as
remembering Allah cleanses the
heart. A clean heart encourages a
person to do good deeds and refrains
one from evil habits! Moreover,
exercising your will power (struggle
to fight temptations) for this month
helps you kick all kinds of bad habits
and form new good ones. Willpower
is like a muscle; the more you
exercise it, the more you strengthen

psrdwlnmcal shift in your thinking
about your own image can do
wonders. Tell yourself, "I can't
continte this ill-behavior. [ am better
than that. | am stronger. | am wiser."

Reward success: The most
fundamental law in all of psychology
15 the "law of effect.” It simply states
that actions followed by rewards are
strengthened and likely to recur.
Unfortunately, studies show that
people rarely use this technique when
trying to change personal habits.
Setting up formal or informal rewards
fior success greatly increases your
chances of transforming bad habits
into good ones, and is far more
effective than punishing yourself for
bad habits or setbacks. As Muslims
we should also remember that the
ultimate reward is Allah's Pleasure
and Paradise in the Hereafter.

Goet help: Tell someone about
your effort to change if it helps. He or
she may keep you on track and may
offer some good advice. Read books
that will encourage you to do virtues

actions. Join programs in your local
Mosque. Ladies should endeavor to
join their local Taalimi Halgas, There
are good and sincere people who are
ready to assist. We are not an island-
‘We are an Ummah!

12. Boost your spiritual immune
system: By fasting, doing good
actions, spending time in the Mosque
or going in the path of Allah wall
boost your Imaan [faith] which will
provide you with internal strength to
OVETOOMmE IDMS B0 FEVErting to
old bad habits.

13. Remind yourself of Death and
Hereafter often: "Remember often the
terminator (or destrover) of all the
pleasures [i.e. death],” the Prophet
[peace be upon him] once stated. [At-
Tirmidhi.]

14. Resolve to continue on and
follow up: Giving up bad habits or
learning good habits requires regular
maintenance and determination. It is
a long, ongoing process, also known
as "Tarkiyyah™ in Islamic
terminology. It's more difficult than
the first few steps of change. ("How
many times have [ dieted, for
example, only to gain the weight
back™}. So ensure that you follow up.
Link yourself to a good Allah-feanng
Islamic Scholar and make a habit of
spending rime in Allah path.

15, Develop a relapse strategy: How
do you ensure not to retum to your
bad habit you are trying to change?
Some people donate money to a good
cause every time they return 1o
sinning or & bad habit, This reminds
them of the ‘cost' of going back to old
bad habits. Others try physically
demanding acts to deter them from
reverting to old ways, For example
that if you do___ act than you will
keep three fast or pay so much
sadagah([charity] etc

16. Ask Allah for Help: MOST
IMPORTANT!-Make Asking for
Allah's Help an integral part of the
overall change process. Ask for
Allah's Help before, during and after
every attempt at kicking a bad habit.
Do so sincerély, even begging and
crying, like a child does when he or
she really wants something. Allah is
Ever-Willing to Help and to Respond
to our needs, but it is us who must
take the first step towards Him. Allah
will NEVER disappoint us!

" And whosoever is conscious of Allah
and keeps his duty to Him, He {(Allah)
will make a way for him to get out
(from) every (difficulty), and He will
provide him from (sources) he could
never imagine.”

There were no
video games, no 150 channels on cable, no
video movies or DVD's, no surround-
sound or CD's, no cell phones, no
personal computers, no Internet and no
chat rooms.

WE HAD FRIENDS and we went
outside and found them!

We fell out of trees, got cut, broke
bones and teeth and there were no lawsuits
from these accidents, We would get
punishments like caning, spankings with
sticks, or just a bare hands and no one
would call child services to report abuse

We rode bikes or walked to a friend's
house and knocked on the door or rang
the bell, or just walked in and talked to
them.

Qn: What are the thumb rules for a
layman to take care of his heart?

Ans:

. Diet - Less of carbohydrate,
more of protein, less oil Exercise - Halll an
hour's walk, at least five days a week;
avoid lifts and avoid sitting for a longtime
] Quit smoking

° Control weight

L] Control blood pressure and sugar

(n: Is eating non-veg food (fish) good
for the heart?
Ans: No

Qn: It's still a grave shock to hear that
some apparently healthy person gets a
cardiac arrest. How do we understand it
in perspective?

Amns: This is called silent attack; that is
why we recommend everyone past the age
of 30 to undergo routine health checkups.

(n: Are heart discases hereditary?
Ans: Yes

n: What are the ways in which the
heart is stressed?

What practices do you suggest to
de-stress?

Amns: Change your atfitude towards life.
Do not look for perfection in everything in
life.

Qn: Is walking better than jogging or is
maore intensive exercise required to keep
a healthy heart?

Amns: Walking is better than jogging since
jogging leads to early fatigue and injury to
joints

Qn: You have done so much for
the poor and needy., What has
inspired you to do so?

Amns: Mother Theresa, who was my
patient

(On: Can people with low blood pressure
suffer heart discases?
Ans: Extremely rare

On: Does cholesterol accumulates right
from an early age (I'm carrently omly 22)
or do you have to worry about it only
after you are above 30 years of age?

Ans: Cholesterol accumulates from
childhood.

Qn: How do irregular eating habits
affect the heart?
Ans: You tend to eat junk food when the
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habits are irmegular and your body’s
enzyme release for digestion gets
confused,

Qn: How can | control cholesteral
content without using medicines?

Ans: Control diet, walk and eat walnut.

(Qn: Can yoga prevent heart ailments?
Ans: Yoga helps.

Qn: Which is the best and worst food for
the heart?

Ans: Fruits and vegetables are the best
and the worst is oil.

Qn: Which oil is better - groundnut,
sunflower, olive?
Ans: All oils are bad.

On: What is the routine checkup

one should go through? Is there any
specific test?

Ans: Routine blood test to ensure sugar,
cholesterol is ok, Check BP, Treadmill test
after an echo.

On: What are the first aid steps to be
taken on a heart attack?

Ans: Help the person into a sleeping
position, place an aspirin tablet under the
tongue with a sorbitrate tablet if available,
and rush him 10 a coronary care unit since
the maximum casualty takes place within
the first hour.

(On: How do you differentiate between
pain cansed by a heart attack and that
caused due to gastric trouble?

Ans: Extremely difficult withour ECG.
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n: What is the main cause of a steep
increase in heart problems amongst
youngsters? I see people of about 30-40
yrs of age having heart attacks and
serious heart problems.

Ans: Increased awareness has increased
ncidents.. Also, sedentary lifestyles,
smoking, junk food, lack of excrcise in a
country where people are genetically three
tirmes more vilnerable for heart attacks
than Europeans and Americans.

Qn: Is it possible for a person to have BP
outside the normal range of 120/80 and
yet be perfectly healthy?

Ans: Yes.

Qn: Marriages within close relatives
can lead to heart problems for the child,
Is it true?

Amns: Yes, co-sanguinity leads to
congenital abnormalities and you may not
have a software engineer as a child

Qn: Many of us have an irregular daily
routine and many a times we have to stay
late nights in office. Does this affect our
heart? What precautions would you
recommend?

Ans: When you are young, nature
protects you against all these irregularities,
However, as you grow older, respect the
biological clock.

On: Will taking anti-hypertensive drugs
canse some other complications (short /
long term)?

Ans: Yes, most drugs have some side
effects. However, modern anti-

hypertensive drugs are extremely safe.

On: Will consuming more coffee/tea
lead to heart attacks?
Ans: No.

Qn: Are asthma patients more prone to
heart discase?
Ans: No.

(n: How would you define junk food?
Ans: Fried food like Kentucky, McDonalds
, samosas, and even masala dosas,,

Jn: You mentioned that Indians are
three times more yulnerable. What is the
reason for this, as Evropeans and
Americans also cat a lot of junk food?
Ans: Every race is vulnerable to some
discase and unfortunately, Indians are
vulnerable for the most expensive disease.

Qn: Does consuming bananas help

reduce hypertension?
Ans: No.

Qn: Can a person help himself during a
heart attack (Because we see a lot of
forwarded emails on this)?
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Ans: Yes. Lie down comfortably and put
an aspinn tablet of any description under
the tongue and ask someone to take you
to the nearest coronary care unit without
any delay and do not wait for the
ambulance since most of the time, the
ambulance does not forn up.

Omn: Do, in any way, low white blood
cells and low hemoglobin count lead to
heart problems?

Ans: No. But it is ideal to have normal
hemoglobin level to increase your exercise
capacity.

(n: Sometimes, due to the hectic
schedule we are not able to exercise. 5o,
does walking while doing daily chores at
home or climbing the stairs in the house,
work as a substitute for exercise?

Ans: Certainly. Avoid sirting contimuously
for more than half an hour and even the
act of getting out of the chair and going to
another chair and sitting helps a lot.

Qn: Is there a relation between heart
problems and blood sugar?

Ans: Yes. A strong relationship since
diabetics is more vulnerable to hean
attacks than non-diabetics.

Qn: What are the things one needs to
take care of after a heart operation?
