In this direction, WMO is striving to help the youth of  the Memon Community globaly to acquire 
career oriented graduate and post graduate degrees and other professional qualifications.  

During the decade under review, a number of  projects were started including a Mega Project, ‘The Memon 
Industrial and Technical Institute’ (MITI).  Currently in MITI over 18  different technical and vocational short-
term courses are being offered to men in addition to 12 courses to female.  In the current session,  1,000 male 
students and 2,000 female students are trained in various courses.  Every year, 7,000 female and 3,000 male 
students are being trained in various courses to pursue a fruitful career and earn  decent livlihood.  

Providing shelter to the needy, poor and shelter-less families being WMO’s premier priorities, the WMO in 
this connection is proving like an umbrella to these classes of  people in providing much needed financial sup-
port. 

During the natural calamities and other catastrophic disasters, such as communal riots in Gujrat, India in 
2001-02,  The Asian Tsunami during 2004, Pakistan Earthquakes in 2005, Pakistan Floods in 2010,  etc, the 
WMO has also not lagged behind in providing much needed financial help, deputed its team to the place of  
disaster to carry out rescue operations, relief  and ultimate rehabilitation of  the affected families. These serv-
ices,  Alhamdo Lillah have provided great relief  and solace to meet and help the victims of  such catastrophies.       

The humanitarian services of  WMO which have now spread its wings globally are carried out through seven 
chapters to cater to the needs of  different categories like housing on ownership, sanctioning rent, micro-finance 
for small businesses, scholarships to deserving students of  the community.  In other words, the WMO is play-
ing a major role in furthering its humanitarian services to the Memon Community all over the world.    

Almost 30% of  the Memon Community in India and Pakistan is poor, illiterate and deprived of  needed 
amenities of  life, such as housing, health care and education.   Some are so much rundown that they can 
hardly meet their domestic needs.  More so with continued escalation and sky-high cost of  living, life is becom-
ing miserable for this unfortunate class of  the Community.  

In this issue, the readers will find a history of  the progress and achievements made during the decade under 
review which speaks for itself  the humanitarian role being played by WMO.

WMO is extremely grateful for the generous cooperation it has been receiving from all quarters particularly 
the Office Bearers, Trustees and other philanthropists which make it possible for WMO to reach more and 
more needy people.

A Chronological Account 
of the Journey of WMO

2000
• In October 2000, Late Haji Abdul Latif  

Jamal and Late Haji Abdul Razzak Sor-
athia (Tasty) made a trip to Dubai with 
a vision of  uniting the Memon Com-
munity under a single global platform. 
This idea was wholeheartedly welcomed 

by Haji Abdul Razzak Yaqoob (ARY), 
Mr. Aboo Baker Cassim and Mr. Adam 
Noor. This lead to a series of  events 
which finally resulted in the formation 
of  the World Memon Organisation 
(WMO) in the forthcoming years.

2001
• The 1st International Memon Conven-

tion was held in Dubai on 28th and 29th 
April 2001 wherein over 300 delegates 
including scholars, social workers, 

businessmen and professionals attended. 
At this Convention, it was resolved that 
“An international organization of  the 
Memons be formed for the uplift and 
advancement of  the Memon Com-
munity, in all aspects of  life,  under 
the guidance of  Islamic principles.” A 
Steering Committee, consisting of  65 
members, was formed to prepare a draft 
of  the Constitution of  the WMO.

• Prior to its official formation, the 
WMO, through members of  the Memon

Introduction
The World Memon Organisation (WMO) is an international umbrella organization of the Memon Community 
serving humanity through its seven chapters in Pakistan, India, Sri Lanka, Middle East, Africa, Europe and North 
America. 
The WMO was established as an international representative organization to cater to the needs of the Memon 
Community spread across the world and address issues faced by it at the global level. Two International Memon 
Conventions were held in 2001 and 2002 to chalk out the formation of the World Memon Organisation (WMO).
A chronological account of the journey of WMO, over a period of 10 years, is presented in this article to give the 
readers a bird’s eye view of the WMO and its noble endeavors.

2002
• The 2nd International Memon Conven-

tion was held a year later in Dubai on 
30th and 31st March 2002 wherein the 
Constitution of  WMO was approved 
and the 65-member Steering Committee 
was converted into the first Board of  
Management. 

• The first Board of  Management of  
WMO held its 1st Meeting at Dubai on 
31st March 2002.

• The Board of  Management of  WMO 
held its 2nd Meeting at Dubai on 6th 
September 2002

2003
• The 3rd Meeting of  the Board of  Man-

agement was held in South Africa on 
11th July 2003

• The 1st Annual General Assembly 
Meeting (AGAM) of  WMO and other 
Meetings were held at Hotel Sheraton, 
Karachi from 25th to 27th December 
2003. The then Finance Minister of  Pa-
kistan, Mr. Shaukat Aziz, inaugurated 
the 1st AGAM.

• The 4th Meeting of  the Board of  Man-
agement was held in Karachi, Pakistan 
on 25th December 2003

• The 5th Meeting of  the Board of  Man-
agement was held in Karachi, Pakistan 
on 27th December 2003

• A delegation of  WMO met with the  
General Pervez Musharraf, the then 
President of  Pakistan and Mr. Mir 
Zafarullah Khan Jamal, the then Prime 
Minister of  Pakistan on 30th Decem-
ber 2003. The delegation requested the 
President and Prime Minister to allot 
a plot of  land measuring 500 acres in 
Karachi for housing, etc and give relief  
to the social organization in Income Tax 
and Sales Tax as has been given to the 
Ismaili Community. The delegation was 
assured sympathetic consideration.

2004
• The Rehabilitation Scheme of  WMO 

Pakistan Chapter was launched, 
wherein about 7200 applications were 
received. 

• The 6th Meeting of  the Board of  Man-
agement was held in Mombassa, Kenya 
on 9th July 2004

• The 2nd Annual General Assembly 
Meeting of  WMO was held in Mom-
bassa, Kenya on 10th July 2004. The 

Minister of  State for National Heritage 
of  Kenya inaugurated the meeting.

• The 7th Meeting of  the Board of  Man-
agement was held in Mombassa, Kenya 
on 10th July 2004

2005
• The 8th Meeting of  the Board of  Man-

agement was held in Mumbai, India on 
25th March 2005

• The 3rd Annual General Assembly 
Meeting of  WMO was held at Taj 
Mahal Palace Hotel, Mumbai, India 
on 26th March 2005. This meeting was 
inaugurated by the State Minister of  
External Affairs, Government of  India.

• The 9th Meeting of  the Board of  Man-
agement was held in Mumbai, India on 
27th March 2005

• The 10th Meeting of  the Board of  
Management (6th BOM) was held at 
Sheraton Creek Hotel & Towers, Dubai, 
UAE on 27th and/or 28th  September 
2005

• A severe earthquake struck various parts 
of  Pakistan and India on 8th October 
2005. The WMO started relief  work in 
the affected areas by providing food, 
medicines, tents, clothes, etc. A medical 
camp was set up in association with All 
Pakistan Memon Federation and Patel 
Hospital at H-11, Islamabad. 

• After the emergency relief  work, it 
was thought appropriate to carry out 
WMO’s Rehabilitation Project for 
Earthquake Victims. Houses with 
tin-roofs and hollow cement blocks 
were constructed with the help of  local 
people. The total cost of  one such house 
was Rs. 100,000 (US $1670) out of  
which 70% cost was financed by World 
Memon Organisation, Pakistan Chapter, 
and 30% was paid by local people. 290 
houses were built along with restoration 
of  a school, building of  a mosque and a 
dispensary. 

2006
• A Pre-Annual General Assembly Meet-

ing of  WMO Pakistan Chapter was held 
on 14th May 2006 at Hussain Ebrahim 
Jamal Sports Complex, Karachi wherein 
68 members attended the meeting. 
Thereafter, there was a question-answer 
session wherein many members, while 
appreciating the excellent work of  
WMO Pakistan Chapter, gave their sug-
gestions for further improvement.

• The Dubai Government issued licence 
to the WMO and an office was estab-
lished in the Dubai Humanitarian City.

• A dinner hosted by WMO Middle-East 

Chapter in the honour of  the eight 
dignitaries who received the civil awards 
was arranged in a local hotel with 250 
guests.

• The Memon Association of  UK had 
previously set up a Marriage Introduc-
tion Service; this has now been con-
nected to the WMO website, under the 
title of  “Memon Connections.” Future 
publicity will create more awareness 
of  this service to the public. Under the 
Social & Welfare Health sub-committee, 
a professional help-line has been created 
with doctors, lawyers, accountants etc. 
all providing free advice and this would 
soon be linked to the WMO website. 

• Road Show in Malawi / Durban and 
Pretoria organized by WMO Africa 
Chapter. The activities of  WMO were 
outlined to members of  the Memon 
community in Lilongwe, Blantyre, Dur-
ban and Pretoria. At all Venues the CD 
prepared by the WMO Pakistan chapter 
projected on a full screen, created a 
tremendous impact. The contribution 
of  WMO to the disaster of  the Pakistan 
earthquake revealed the importance of  
an international network of  Memon 
Community working together and con-
tributing collectively, under one name 
as the WMO, rather than contributing 
individually with little or no recognition. 

• The 11th Meeting of  the Board of  Man-
agement (1st BOM) was held at Trans 
Asia Hotel, Colombo, Sri Lanka on 19th 
May 2006

• The 4th Annual General Assembly 
Meeting of  WMO was held at Trans 
Asia Hotel, Colombo, Sri Lanka on 20th 
May 2006. His Excellency, Mr. Ratnasiri 
Wickremanayke, Prime Minister of  Sri 
Lanka, inaugurated the meeting.

• Sir Iqbal Sacranie paid a two-day visit 
to Karachi on 25th and 26th June 2006. 
A reception was arranged on 25th June 
2006 at Rangoonwala Hall, Karachi in 
honor of  Sir Iqbal on conferment of  
knighthood by the British Government. 
A reception was held by All Pakistan 
Memon Federation at Pearl Continental 
Hotel, Karachi on 26th June 2006. 

• Mr. Abba Ali Yousuf, Secretary Gen-
eral, WMO, of  United Kingdom, visited 
Pakistan in July 2006. He was invited 
as Chief  Guest to the 3rd Meeting of  
the Board of  Management of  WMO 
Pakistan Chapter on 22nd July 2006 at 
Karachi Gymkhana. 

• The Board of  Management of  WMO 
Pakistan Chapter decided to give top 
priority to education of  students of  
Memon Community with particular 
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reference to Higher Education.
• A WMO Higher Education Committee 

was formed at Pakistan Chapter under 
the Chairmanship of  Mr. Abdul Razzak 
Thaplawala and Co-Chairmanship of  
Mr. Ebrahim Qasim to provide scholar-
ships to talented students for higher and 
professional education. 

• Labaik TV Channel invited the office 
bearers of  WMO for a Live Interactive 
Talk Show titled MEMON TIMES on 
19th November 2006 at 3.15 pm.

• WMO House - The Liaison Office of  
WMO Pakistan Chapter.  A property 
measuring 240 square yards in Musli-
mabad, Karachi was acquired by WMO 
Pakistan Chapter at a total considera-
tion of  Rs. 17.70 million (US $ 295,000) 
in June 2006. The property comprises 
of  two floors, i.e. Ground plus One with 
a covered area of  over 3000 square feet. 
The property was registered in the name 
of  the World Memon Organisation 
(WMO) on 29th June 2006 vide Regis-
tration No. 1475 and the possession was 
taken on 10th August 2006. 

• A meeting of  the Sub Committee of  
Rehabilitation Committee of  WMO to 
decide the Modus Operandi for conver-
sion of  Pugree-based flats to ownership 
with particular reference to the buildings 
acquired by Pakistan Memon Educa-
tional & Welfare Society in Federal B 
Area was held at Karachi Club on 25th 
November 2006

• The 12th Meeting of  the Board of  
Management was held at Plot 317-587, 
Al Mankool Area, Bur Dubai, Dubai on 
23rd December 2006

• The 13th Meeting of  the Board of  Man-
agement (2nd BOM) was held at Plot 
317-587, Al Mankool Area, Bur Dubai, 
Dubai on 24th December 2006

2007
• WMO Pakistan Chapter produced a 

Documentary Film titled ‘Diya Jalay-
e-Rakhna’ portraying the contribution 
of  the Memon Community in vari-
ous fields over the centuries. The film 
highlights the contribution made by the 
Memon Community towards education, 
healthcare, social development and wel-
fare of  the entire humanity including its 
key role at the time of  natural calamities 
and communal unrest. Many educa-
tional institutions, medical complexes, 
Mosques, community centers, etc built 
by Memons have been portrayed. 

• Meeting of  the Board of  Trustees of  
WMOCF was held at WMO House, 
Karachi on 12th April 2007. At this 

meeting it was decided that any new 
Trustee would now be required to pay 
the subscription in five years (instead of  
three years). 

• The 14th Meeting of  the Board of  Man-
agement was held at Hotel Sheraton, 
Karachi, Pakistan on 13th  April 2007.

• The inauguration of  the 5th Annual 
General Assembly Meeting of  WMO 
was held at Hotel Sheraton, Karachi, 
Pakistan in the morning session on 14th 
April 2007. His Excellency, Mr. Shaukat 
Aziz, the then Prime Minister of  Paki-
stan, inaugurated the meeting. The Hon-
orable Governor of  Sindh, Dr. Ishratul 
Ibad, was also present along with 
many Federal and Provincial Ministers, 
members of  the National and Provincial 
Assemblies of  Pakistan and other elite 
of  the Memon Community. A Lifetime 
Achievement Award was presented 
to Maulana Abdul Sattar Edhi for his 
lifelong selfless services to humanity.

• The 5th Annual General Assembly 
Meeting of  WMO was held at Hotel 
Sheraton, Karachi, Pakistan in the after-
noon session on 14th April 2007. 

• The 15th Meeting of  the Board of  Man-
agement was held at Hotel Sheraton, 
Karachi, Pakistan on 13th  April 2007. 
Certain Constitutional Amendments 
were approved whereby the election 
for the Board of  Management would 
now be held in person in the respective 
chapters. Only those members would be 
allowed to vote and contest who would 
have been members of  WMO for at 
least 365 days prior to the date of  elec-
tions. The other important amendment 
was to give the privilege to all Patrons to 
be automatic numbers of  the Board of  
Management.

• A mega event, the “Memoni Get To-
gether” was held on 14th April 2007 at 
D.J. Grounds at around 9 pm wherein 
about 4000 Memons including distin-
guished guests and foreign delegates 
attended. 

• The foreign and local delegates paid 
visits to the Memon Medical Institute 
(MMI), the Patel Hospital and the 3rd 
International Exhibition organized by 
the All Pakistan Memon Federation 
(APMF).

• A meeting was held between the repre-
sentatives of  the World Memon Organi-
sation (WMO) and the City Nazim of  
Karachi, on 16th April 2007, regarding 
establishment of  Vocational Training 
Institute on the lines of  Ibrahim Bawany 
Training Institute, Baroda, India. It was 
agreed in principle that City District 

Government Karachi (CDGK) would 
provide a suitable land along with 
constructed building to WMO Pakistan 
Chapter for this purpose. Thereafter, 
Korangi Civic Center III, Sector 5, 
Korangi, Karachi was offered to WMO 
Pakistan Chapter. Another meeting was 
held with EDO representatives where 
the first draft of  the MoU was discussed. 
Several amendments were proposed by 
WMO team and the draft was sent to 
the Advocate General of  Province of  
Sindh for evaluation.

• In the month of  May 2007, a dinner was 
hosted by Her Excellency, Dr. Maliha 
Lodhi, Pakistan’s Ambassador in the 
United Kingdom to welcome WMO 
President, Haji Abdul Razzak Yaqoob 
(ARY). The dinner was attended by 
the Trustees and Members of  WMO 
Europe Chapter including Sir Iqbal Sac-
ranie, Deputy President of  WMO and 
Mr. Solly Noor, Trustee from WMO 
Africa Chapter was also present. 

• A gala dinner was hosted by WMO 
Middle East Chapter on 14th June 2007 
at Four Point Sheraton Hotel, Dubai to 
welcome the visiting Deputy Foreign 
Minister, Mr. Hussain Bhaila of  Sri 
Lanka. This dinner was attended by 
prominent personalities of  the Memon 
Community, members of  WMO Middle 
East Chapter and Diplomatic Corp of  
Sri Lanka and Bangladesh.  

• Another dinner was hosted on 20th 
June 2007 at Four Point Sheraton Hotel 
in honor of  Pakistan Association of  
Dubai (Welfare Section), The Dinner 
was sponsored by WMO President, Haji 
Abdul Razzak Yaqoob and attended by 
people from all walks of  life including 
many Trustees and members of  WMO 
Middle East Chapter. 

• At the Meeting of  WMO Far East 
Chapter in Sri Lanka held on 17th July 
2006, a Youth Committee was formed. 
On the 23rd July 2006, Vice President 
of  WMO Mr. M.H. Omar presented the 
WMO Cricket Trophy to the winners of  
the cricket match held by the Sri Lanka 
Memon Association. Present at the 
meeting were the members of  the Far 
East Chapter and the Youth Commit-
tee headed by Mr. Ashraf  Sayani as the 
Chairman of  the Youth Committee. 

• The formalities of  the WMO registra-
tion in Sri Lanka was completed by 
12th December 2006 and it was decided 
to open the bank account before 20th 
December and the membership fee to be 
deposited before the end of  December 
2006. The WMO Women’s Organisa-
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tion of  the Far East Chapter held couple 
of  meetings and an important Medical 
Camp was organized at the Memon 
Association attended by Dr. A. A. M. 
Haroon and his team of  doctors which 
included Gynecologist, Eye Surgeon, 
Pediatrician etc. Around 300 patients 
attended including women and children. 
Free medicines and spectacles were 
distributed. Also free transport service 
was provided from different locations of  
Colombo for the poor patients to attend 
the Medical Camp.  This Medical camp 
was sponsored by the several members 
of  the Far East Chapter.

• The WMO India Chapter built a Hous-
ing Colony in Hyderabad, India and the 
same was inaugurated on 4th November 
2007 by Haji Abdul Razzak Yaqoob 
Gandhi (ARY), President of  WMO. Mr. 
Majid Ali Muhammad, Trustee, WMO, 
was also present on the occasion. 
WMO  has donated more than Indian 
Rs. 7,300,597/-  (US $ 162,000) for the 
Project. 

• WMO India Chapter runs large schemes 
to help Widows (Women Empower-
ment), Housing Scheme, Medical Aid 
and Education Assistance Scheme. 
During the year 2006-07, 6936 school 
going students and 960 students of  
higher education were given scholar-
ships. Under the WMO India Chapter’s 
Rehabilitation Program, needy families 
were provided with 53 flats at Hydera-
bad Halai Memon Colony, Hyderabad 
and 40 flats in Bangalore Memon 
Colony, Bangalore, India.  Besides, the 
WMO provided financial assistance to 
Surat Jamat to purchase 27,000 square 
feet of  land to build new houses for the 
needy and also provided financial aid 
to other Jamats and a Mosque. Fur-
ther, WMO India Chapter, under its 
Economic Uplift Scheme, provided 60 
Auto-Rickshaws and a large quantity 
of  Sewing Machines to needy people. 
Mobile Clinics have been established 
in Mumbai and other parts of  India for 
free medical treatment of  needy people. 
The WMO India Chapter launched its 
website www.wmoindia.org.

• The World Memon Organisation was 
registered and incorporated in San Fran-
cisco, California, USA on 7th March 
2007 when its Articles of  Association 
was filed with the Secretary of  State.

• The 16th & 17th Meetings of  the Board 
of  Management were held at Sahara 
Star Hotel, Domestic Airport, Mumbai, 
India on 29th and 30th December 2007 
respectively. Key decisions included 

that all Chapters of  WMO would have 
a Ladies Wing and Youth Wing which 
will organize activities in the region; 
work regarding Memon International 
Chamber of  Commerce would be 
started in due course; it was decided that 
WMO should become a member of  the 
Department of  Public Information Non 
Governmental Organisation of  UNO 
to obtain NGO status and international 
recognition of  the WMO. This member-
ship would be most beneficial for the 
Memon Community worldwide; it was 
decided to provide financial support to 
Karachi Memon Students’ Organisa-
tion (KMSO). A grand Get-Together 
was held in Mumbai, where over 6000 
people attended. 

• The World Memon Organisation was 
approved in Pakistan as a ‘Non-profit 
Organisation’ under the Income Tax 
Ordinance 2001, which would entitle 
donors to tax credit on amounts donated 
by crossed payee cheques.   

2008
• The City Nazim of  Karachi, Syed Mus-

tafa Kamal, handed over to WMO Paki-
stan Chapter a piece of  land admeasur-
ing 7 acres of  land having constructed 
area of  136,000 square feet totally free 
of  cost. The Memorandum of  Under-
standing was signed on 8th March 2008 
and the building was handed over to 
WMO on 13th March 2008. It was esti-
mated that approximately Rs. 3 Crores 
(US $500,000) would be required to 
refurbish the building. 

• On 2nd April 2008, a team from the 
WMO Middle East Chapter called on 
His Highness Sheikh Nahyan Bin Mu-
barak Al Nahyan, Minister of  Higher 
Education and Scientific Research, UAE 
and requested him to grant 100 acres 
of  land in UAE to WMO to establish a 
world class Memon University. 

• The WMO Africa Chapter has been 
registered as a Non-Profit Organization 
vide Registration No. 0060-335-NPO. 
It was also decided by WMO Africa 
Chapter to establish a WMO Centre in 
Laudium, Pretoria, South Africa. 

• The WMO Far East Chapter organ-
ized a Youth Wing Activity - Fellow-
ship Dinner along with Membership 
Drive during April 2008. With regard to 
Sports, the 8th Annual Memon Cricket 
Carnival with WMO Challenge Trophy 
for Juniors was scheduled to be held on 
29th June 2008.

• The Education for All Scheme of  WMO 
Pakistan Chapter was launched on 4th 

August 2008.
• Mr. Nowsad Gani was nominated as the 

Election Commissioner. The Regional 
Elections to the Board of  Management 
(Chapters) for the term 2008-2009 were 
held at WMO Pakistan Chapter (on 
18th May 2008), Far East Chapter (22nd 
April 2008) Europe Chapter (4th May 
2008), Africa Chapter (18th May 2008) 
Middle East Chapter (18th May 2008). 

• The 18th Meeting of  the Board of  Man-
agement was held at Madinat Jumeirah, 
Dubai, UAE on 24th May 2008.

• 6th Annual General Assembly Meet-
ing of  the World Memon Organisation 
(WMO) was held at Dubai on 25th May 
2008. His Highness, Sheikh Nahyan 
bin Mubarak Al Nahyan, Minister 
of  Higher Education and Scientific 
Research, UAE was the Chief  Guest 
and inaugurated the meeting. Mr. Jayant 
Patil, Finance Minister of  Maharashtra, 
India had also graced the occasion. 

• The 19th (First) Meeting of  the (New) 
Board of  Management (2008-2009) 
was held on 25th May 2008 at Madinat 
Jumeirah, Dubai, UAE wherein Elec-
tions of  the Office Bearers were held. 
At this meeting it was proposed that 
there should be two Deputy President 
of  WMO and  therefore it was decided 
to make necessary amendments in the 
Constitution of  WMO which would be 
approved in the forthcoming Extraor-
dinary General Assembly Meeting. At

Rehabilitation of flood affected families in Pakistan
Even though a year has passed since the devastating floods in Pakistan of  July 2010, countless af-
fected families still need our help.

The World Memon Organisation (WMO) and the Shaikhani Foundation, at the time of  rescue 
and relief  operations immediately after the floods, quickly understood that providing temporary 
shelter and other necessities to the flood victims would not repair the damage that the floods had 
caused to the flood victims.

(You might recall that 220 families/1400 people including 40 non-Muslim families were given 
shelter, food, clothing, medicines, medical care and all other day-to-day necessities at the mini 
tent village at Gharo, Sindh. Here a permanent Masjid named Masjid-e-Abu Bakar was built 
which remains even today to serve the people of  that locality.)

Therefore, after the conclusion of  Flood Relief  Camp at Gharo, Sindh, the WMO and 
Shaikhani Foundation started work on building houses for the shelter-less flood affected families. 
A suitable place at Jaati, Sujawal District, Sindh has been chosen where houses are being built.

It is planned that 180 houses will be built at a cost of  Rs. 135,000 (US $ 1570) per house. The 
total cost of  the project would come to Rs. 24,300,000 (US $ 283,000).
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So far, 111 houses have been handed over to 111 flood affected families.

Out of  these, 62 houses were formally handed over on 1st May 2011 and 49 houses were 
handed over on 10th June 2011.

More houses will be built and distributed to the flood affected families in the coming weeks, 
Insha Allah.

The island of  Kathiawar is located at 
the shore of  the Arabian Sea. It is 
160 miles long and 220 miles wide. 

Its total area is 22,000 miles square miles. 
Literal meaning of  Kathiawar is ‘home of  
Kathi caste’.

The ancestors of  Quaid e Azam were 
from Kathiawar. The part of  Gujrat, which 
is in the form of  an island is called Kathia-
war, which once known as Sorashatar. 
Orthodox Barhiman and old local people 
still call it Sorashatar. The Arabs called it 
Sorata. The farmers of  the thirteenth and 
fourteenth century who called Kathi settled 
in one of  its parts and started calling it 
Kathiawar meaning ‘cultivation of  Kathi’. 
With the passage of  time, the name was 
adopted for the whole area. The arrival of  
Kuch was not a new thing for that place. 
People from nearby places but also from far-
flung areas not only used to invade and set-
tle there, as the place is rich in minerals and 
because the sea near the place are useful for 
local as well as international trade. There-
fore, other than different Indian nations 
people from Iraq, Arab, Iran and Toran, 
Portugal, France and England occupied this 
land. Perhaps it is because of  its pluralistic 

characteristic around 200 memorial states 
still exist in this area. 

(It has been a very important place 
in history as lots of  heroes from history 
and mythology emerged from this place. 
Dawarka where Krishan). Sadama who 
loved Sri Krishan and whose love enjoyed 
immortal status was from Poor Bandar. 
Junagarh produced an immortal poet Nars-
inha Mitha whose song was sung in every 
religious gathering of  Mahatma Gandhi 
everyday. Dyanand Sarsoti also belonged to 
Kathiawar. This same Dyanand Sarsoti laid 
the foundation of  Aria society. The famous 
temple of  Somnaath is also on the sacred 
land of  Kathiawar. The pharaohs etched on 
the mountains and rocks of  Junagarh and 
Garnar are still there. Moreover, the sacred 
monument of  Shatarnajia Gen is located 
here, which is to them what Banaras is to 
Hindus.

If  we study the history of  the sub-
continent, it is interesting to note that in 
the independence struggle Quaid e Azam 
Mohammad Ali Jinnah and Mahatma Gan-
dhi are the two leaders who changed the 
political history of  the sub-continent. Both 
of  them belonged to Kathiawar. Mahatma 

Gandhi was born on October2, 1869 in Por 
Bandar and when he turned with his parents 
migrated to Rajkot where he obtained his 
early education. All these places are located 
in Kathiawar.

The second famous personality of  the 
sub-continent was Mohammad Ali Jinnah, 
who changed the course of  history by form-
ing All India Muslim League and leading it. 
His ancestors also belonged to Kathiawar.

The ancestors of  Quaid e Azam arrived 
in the state of  Gondal a small town named 
Paneli. Bombay Presidency governed the 
state of  Gondal. With the support of  British 
Empire for his loyalty to them, the govern-
ment of  Thakur Sahib existed in full gran-
deur. After the independence war of  1857, 
whole sub-continent was tainted with blood 
of  Muslims, but the state of  Kathiawar re-
mained safe as those states were independ-
ent and they did not participate in the war 
of  independence practically. 

Hindus were in majority in the state of  
Kathiawar. The Muslims were not more 
than 15%. The Memon community was 
in majority among those Muslims. The 
Memon community belonged to trader class 
who embraced Islam in the 15th century.

Quaid-e-Azam’s
Political Struggle and 
Memon Community
The role of  the state of  Kathiawar in the political history of  sub-continent has been very signifi cant. This state has 
the honor of  the fact that two great leaders who changed the political scenario of  the sub-continent belonged to this 
very state. There were around 200 independent states in the state of  Kathiawar. In those states there was a community 
whose nobles on the one hand played an important role in making Mahatma Gandhi a political leader, on the other 
hand supported Quaid e Azam Mohammad Ali Jinnah in his political struggle. That community is Memon commu-
nity. The results of  elections in 1937 were very disappointing for Muslim League as they faced a humiliating defeat in 
them.  Though the high ranks in Muslim League were frustrated, Quaid e Azam knew well how to handle turbulent 
times. At this crucial point, Memon community helped Quaid e Azam in every respect and proved that they would sac-
rifi ce anything for Quaid e Azam and Muslim League. Since the ancestors of  Memon community and Quaid e Azam 
belonged to the same race, Quaid e Azam had natural affi nity with the Memon community. His personal relations with 
Memon community were such that whenever Muslim League needed funds he always looked to them and the commu-
nity never let him down. In the following article, the relationship between Quaid e Azam and the Memon community 
will be researched so that an important aspect of  Quaid e Azam’s personality can be highlighted.
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In the state of  Gondal, the Memon Com-
munity was in majority and was engaged in 
personal business. Though the economy of  
the state of  Gondal was based on agricul-
ture, Quaid e Azam’s father was not an 
agriculturalist; instead, he had manual 
looms whose cloth he sold at shops. Since 
the people of  Memon community used to 
do personal business, Jinnah Poonja had 
cordial relationship with them. The feeling 
of  prejudice was natural, due to belonging 
to the same creed. The common language 
kindled nationalism. It should be remem-
bered that Quaid e Azam’s, his ancestors 
and Memon community’s mother tongue 
was Gujrati. Moreover, when Jinnah Poonja 
arrived in Karachi from Paneli, Gondal, for 
business, he preferred to settle in Kharadar 
as the Memons there were in majority and 
Quaid e Azam spent his childhood there. 
It was natural that, the Quaid associated 
with them closely. The relationship between 
Quaid e Azam and Memon community was 
indispensable which lasted from his birth 
until his death and can be elucidated in the 
following:

Though Quaid-e-Azam Mohammad Ali 
Jinnah was born in Karachi, Bombay had 
special importance for him. It cannot be 
denied that Quaid-e-Azam reached pinnacle 
of  his abilities in Bombay. Quaid-e-Azam 
moved to Bombay from Karachi as he 
needed an ocean to put his hidden talents 
into practice, and Karachi proved to be just 
as small as a pond for him. That is why he 
started his practical life in Bombay where 
he was registered with Supreme Court as 
a lawyer on August 24, 1896. The life in 
Bombay was not easy because when he 
started his career; Hindu and Parsi lawyers 
were dominating and due to racial and re-
ligious prejudice. It was a daunting task for 
any Muslim lawyer to emerge at that time. 
The first three years proved to be terribly 
difficult for Jinnah but he had not learnt to 
surrender before testing times. He not only 
earned high reputation amongst the people 
of  Bombay with his continuous struggle, 
hard work and passion for his profession, 
but also was able to connect to the people of  
Bombay.

Memon Community enjoyed a distinct 
status in Bombay; therefore, a Muslim 
lawyer who spoke their very own language 
was no less than a superior blessing for 
them. Hence, they did not let the young 
lawyer feel isolated and as a result, Quaid 
was considered one of  the distinguished 
men in Bombay. The suggestions of  distin-
guished members of  Memon Community 
had an important place in Quaid’s life. The 
relationship between Memon Community 
and Quaid-e-Azam grew stronger with the 
passage of  time and stood the tests of  times.

Umer Subhani belonged to the Memon 
community of  Bombay. He was a trader and 
he was one of  the close aides of  Moham-
mad Ali Jinnah. This can be testified by 
the fact that when Quaid e Azam married 
Rattan Bai, he signed on the marriage con-
tract on his (Jinnah’s) behalf. Quaid used to 
consult him on private matters. He was an 
active worker of  Muslim league. He was on 
the reforms committee, which was formed 
in the eighth conference of  Muslim League 
held in Bombay between 30 December and 
1 January 1916. He joined Muslim League 
because of  Quaid e Azam and it was the 
workers of  Muslim league who struggled 
shoulder to shoulder with their leader. The 
faith of  Quaid e Azam in them showed that 
Quaid considered them trustworthy for his 
personal matters. This is not the honor for 
only Umer Subhani but for whole Memon 
community that this great man was a reli-
able companion of  Quaid e Azam. (Some 
historians have spelt him Subhani)

The second chapter of  Quaid’s life 
opened in 1906 when he decided to take 
part in politics and became a member of  the 
Congress.

Syed Riaz Hasan writes, “In the meeting 
of  the Congress held in 1906, Dadabhoy 
was its president and Jinnah was his private 
secretary. Soon after that, Mr Jinnah suc-
ceeded in the circles of  the Congress and 
got a distinctive status. Though he was 
junior to Rir Firoz Shah, Mehta etc, he was 
an emerging leader.” He was an elected 
member of  imperial legislative council, 
which was formed because of  reforms by 
Munto Mare in 1910. He attended the meet-

ing of  the imperial council for the first time 
on January 25, 1910, and quarreled with the 
Viceroy Lord Munto in the very first meet-
ing. Next day, the newspapers expressed 
appreciation of  Quaid-e-Azam’s boldness 
and wit in headlines. This incident made 
Quaid’s personality an honor for the people 
of  Bombay. Quaid-e-Azam belonged to 
Gujrat and his mother tongue was Gujrati. 
There was a community in Bombay that 
belonged to Gujrat and their language was 
Gujrati. That was the Gujrati community. 
The common characteristics of  culture, 
language and literature, social norms and 
family traditions between Quaid-e-Azam 
and Gujrati community brought them 
closer. This relationship, which was formed 
in 1900, became stronger with the passage 
of  time. Quaid-e-Azam also had cordial 
relations with the Memon community that 
is why members of  the Memon community 
remained close to Quaid-e-Azam. Their 
relationship thrived also because the mem-
bers of  Memon community reciprocated 
the love of  Quaid towards them and always 
remained ready to obey his orders. The 
Memon Community of  Bombay was close 
to Quaid because Quaid has permanent resi-
dence in Bombay. The members of  Memon 
Community often met the Quaid. Hanif  
Manyar narrated about those meetings, 
“I met Quaid-e-Azam for the first time in 
1937. At that time a conference of  All India 
Muslim League was about to be held in Lu-
know. All delegates from Bombay went to 
his residence to meet him. I had visited him 
with my father quite a few times before. My 
father used to meet him twice or thrice a 
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week. In 1938, Quaid-e-Azam went to offer 
prayer with my father on the eve of  Eid, and 
we offered prayer in Shadab Nagar.” 

This was why the Memon Community 
stood shoulder to shoulder with Quaid-e-
Azam, when he raised his voice against the 
unconstitutional and unethical acts of  the 
governor Lord Wellington. Quaid-e-Azam 
showed no tolerance to any undemocratic 
orders of  any Lord or Governor. When 
Governor Lord Wellington was about to 
retire, the blue-eyed people of  the governor 
planned a banquet in his honor on behalf  
of  the people of  Bombay. The plan failed 
because of  Quaid-e-Azam’s wisdom. The 
way Quaid-e-Azam organized people on 
a single platform for democracy went into 
the annals of  history as a huge success. 
In response, the people of  Bombay paid 
tribute to Quaid and his great success, and 
announced to construct ‘Jinnah Peoples 
Hall’ and erect his statue in a town hall of  
Bombay. It was because Quaid-e-Azam 
brought the bureaucracy to its knees who 
had humiliated the people. It was decided 
to raise funds to acknowledge the great 
services of  the Quaid. Everyone would be 
honored to contribute at least one Rupee to 
that fund.

The Memon Community generously do-
nated to this fund, which was a sign of  their 
confidence and love for Quaid-e-Azam. 
Habib Lakhani, narrating the construction 
of  that hall, writes:

‘In 1918, Mr Jinnah opposed a resolution 
by weak nationalists and sent his reserva-
tions to Lord Wellington. Appreciating 
Quaid’s great move, another Memon leader 
Umer Subhani prepared a One-Person One-
Rupee fund raising plan and collected one 
Lac Rupees. A hall dedicated to Mr Jinnah 
was made by the name of  Peoples Jinnah 
Hall which can be seen today in Compound 
of  Congress House Bombay.’  

In the way of  every movement there 
comes a time when it becomes very difficult 
for the nobles to continue their struggle. At 
that crucial moment, if  the nobles show 
courage, the movement can be successful; 
otherwise, the goal goes out of  sight. At this 
stage, the behavior of  the activists of  that 
movement becomes as important as those 
of  nobles. In Pakistan Movement, after the 
elections of  1936-37, a time came when 
the nobles of  the movement were worried 
because the results of  the elections were 
not encouraging. On the other hand, the 
Congress secured a great victory. The Con-
gressmen became so vainglorious that they 
refused to acknowledge the existence of  
third party in the country. Jawahar Lal Ne-
hru, who was the president of  the Congress, 
went on to say “In India, there are only two 
parties: Congress and British Government.” 

The target of  Nehru’s statement was actu-
ally Muslim League.  

Quaid-e-Azam’s reaction was reconcili-
atory, but the leaders of  the Congress were 
intoxicated in the victory. Quaid-e-Azam at 
that time was the personality who prevented 
the Muslim League from disintegration. 
He expressed his thoughts in the annual 
meeting in Lucknow where five thousand 
delegates from different areas were hopeless. 
Quaid-e-Azam developed a new passion in 
them. It was decided in that meeting that 
the Muslim League would be organized at 
provincial and district levels.

To implement this plan the Memon com-
munity came forward before anyone else 
and organized the Muslim League. First 
primary Muslim League was formed in 
‘Ward C’ where Memons lived in majority 
and Quaid himself  was its basic member. 
This foundational Muslim League also 
had members of  Memon Community as 
its basic members. The important people 
who presided over it included Ishaq Ahmed 
Chaprra, Haji Suleiman Adamjee, Qasim 
Usman Khaandwala. C ward Muslim 
League also had distinction of  holding its 
first meeting and putting up Muslim League 
flag after its reorganization at district level. 

Based on good relationship with Quaid-
e-Azam, Memon Community not only 
organized the Muslims on regional level, 
but also revived the confidence of  lead-
ers and encouraged them on central level. 
Therefore, when the convention of  All India 
Muslim League was held in Bombay, Mem-
on Community made tremendous efforts for 
its success. They arranged a reception in the 
honor of  the leaders in which a delegation 
from All India Memon Conference headed 
by its President Haji Umer Maachiswala 
participated. On June 5, 1938, another re-
ception, given at Bombay is famous Qaisar 
Bagh, was headed by Mr Abdul Karim 
Jan Mohammad Memon. Among others 
the leaders who attended the the reception 
included Chief  Minister of  Punjab, Sir 
Sikander Hayat, Chief  Minister of  Bengal, 
Fazle Haq, Nawab Ahmed Yar Khan, Ni-
zamuddin, Home Minister of  Bengal Abdul 
Mateen Chaudhry, Agriculture Minister 
Aurangzeb Khan, from Frontier League 
Syed Abdul Rauf  Shah and Malik Barkat 
Al, Seth Abdul Majeed, from Sindh Abdul-
lah Haroon, Mayor of  Bombay Sultan Jatoi, 
Moulana Shoukat Ali, Moulana Zafar Ali 
Khan, President of  Memon Conference 
Seth Haji Umer Maachiswala etc.

In that reception, other members of  the 
Memon Conference: Mr Abdul Ghani 
Meghani, Mr Abdul Rahim Marfani and 
Mr Umer Haji Wali Mohammad. The 
Consulate of  Iraq was also present on the 
occasion.  

After the recitation from the Holy 
Quran, Memon Chamber of  Commerce 
and Memon Merchant Association gave a 
combined message, which was read out by 
Alhaaj Ibrahim Motiwala.

Address of welcome:
Pride of  the nation, Leader of  the state,

Everyone knows 
that 90 million staunch Muslims will follow 
the policy you have adopted, under your 
leadership.

You have spent most of  your political life 
in the Congress, but you have witnessed the 
fact your Muslim brothers have been denied 
their rights. Therefore, you have withdrawn 
from the Congress and vowed to organize 
your own nation. The country is passing 
through critical times. Muslims were sunk 
in ignorance. You have acted like a messiah 
to wake them up and put into them a new 
impetus. We agree with you on the point 
that in order to unite with Hindus, first 
Muslims badly need to be united.

We belong to the contemporary Memon 
business community of  Bombay. Though 
we have kept away from politics, we assure 
you that we will support you and if  we have 
to sacrifice our lives to obey your command 
we will not hesitate to do so. Muslims from 
every corner of  the country have accepted 
you as their sole leader. Not only Muslims 
of  Bombay trust you but also Muslims of  
whole India do it. Therefore, we congratu-
late you on this achievement and pray to 
God that you may live a long life in order to 
get India freedom and you can witness all 
Muslims free with your own eyes.

We have expressed our affection towards 
you in humble words and presented you the 
message’.

This address at the reception reflected the 
emotions of  Memon Community. If  that 
meeting was called the representative of  the 
Memon Community, it wouldn’t be wrong. 
As a leader of  central level Haji Umer Maa-
chiswala along with other notables attended 
it, the participation with Quaid-e-Azam 
proved that the Memon Community was 
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with him and had resolved to support him 
in any form possible. The striking feature of  
that meeting was that Seth Haji Umer Maa-
chiswala (1902-1992) presented the Quaid 
with a casket made of  silver and a pouch 
with Rupees. 

Seth Umer Maachiswala belonged to 
Dhoraji. He with Mr Haroon Sooriya and 
Mr Aziz Danawala formed ‘Kathiyawar 
Memon Students’ and organized its confer-
ence. He played an important in freedom 
struggle of  Pakistan, especially when Quaid 
in 1940 came to Dhoraji for press fund, 
he hosted the Quaid. Speaking to a large 
gathering at Qaisar Bagh where he was 
representing the Memon Community, he 
said ‘Leader of  the Nation! I feel elated to 
present to you this gift and assure you that 
the Memon Community like their other 
Muslim brothers will continue to give you 
their support in term of  money and even 
their lives. My Memon Community is 
extremely happy with your achievements. I 
announce that Memon Community stands 
shoulder to shoulder with you.’

Quaid-e-Azam thanked the nobles of  the 
Memon Community in the following words:

“I am pleased to see that a business com-
munity like the Memon is also taking inter-
est in politics and their step is evidence of  
the fact that whatever the Muslim League 
is doing is most appropriate. Today every 
group stands firmly with Muslim League. 
No one has ever presented to me a message 
and purse like this. Whatever I do is for the 
rights for the Muslims. I get a feeling from 
the gathering that Muslims agree with the 
policy of  the Muslim League. Muslims are 
not only supporting the policy of  the Mus-
lim League but are also willing to sacrifice 
their lives and property. We are confident 
that the way we are following is the right 
and clear way.”

Sir Sikander Hayat, Fazl e Haq and Sir 
Abdullah Haroon also, spoke on the occa-
sion and thanked the Memon Community 
for being loyal and donating money to 
Quaid-e-Azam, and for playing their part 
in promoting the political philosophy of  
the Muslim League. Specially Sir Abdullah 
Haroon who himself  belonged to the Com-
munity proudly said ‘it is my nation who 
opened this new chapter in Bombay.’ After 
that, Moulana Zafar Ali Khan (1872-1956) 
read out a eulogy in the honor of  the mem-
ons and received great applause. Moulana 
Zafar Ali Khan was a fiery speaker, a bold 
journalist, great poet of  the freedom of  the 
freedom movement and a companion of  
Quaid-e-Azam. Moulana Zafar Ali Khan 
in this poem not only expressed his feelings 
about the Memon Community, but also 
eluded them to a community, which is 
blessed by Allah, and in his poem is present 

in Baharistan with the title of  ‘Yateemkha-
na Kalikat.’ He ignited the passion of  the 
Memon Community and other Muslims.

Quaid e Azam was struggling at many 
fronts at the same time. He was working 
hard to make Muslim League a popular 
party among people and he succeeded in 
doing so to a great extent, but he was aware 
of  the fact that to bring Muslim league’s 
point of  view to higher authorities. An Eng-
lish newspaper of  high quality was needed 
because Hindus had virtual control over the 
press at that time, and voicing of  Muslim 
league’s view was getting difficult. Muslim 
League did not have enough funds to pub-
lish a newspaper, therefore Quaid e Azam 
appealed for collecting funds and stimulated 
the muslims around the country, so that 
an independent press can be formed with 
their help. It is pertinent to note here that 
the campaign Quaid e Azam started for the 
collection of  funds and the place he went 
personally for the purpose, was a Memon-
populated area i.e. the state of  Kathiawar 
and Gujrat. A question arises as to why 
Quaid e Azam chose the Memon populated 
area in the sub-continent, when Quaid had 
supporters all over the country.

Quaid e Azam Mohammad Ali Jinnah 
was not a shallow politician, instead he is 
considered one those politicians who are 
well aware of  reaction of  every action and 
who knew the pulse of  the nation. If  Quaid 
e Azam had started his campaign in a 
region where he would not get desired sup-
port, it would have had adverse effects on 
the politics of  the sub-continent. After the 
defeat in 1935, elections that would prove 
to be a mistake and that would shake the 
foundations of  the Muslim League. Quaid e 
Azam selected that region because he knew 
that Memon community was a very small 
section of  the sub-continent’s population, 
but their hearts beat with him and they were 
ever ready to follow him. Due to his affinity 
with Memon community, he was confident 
that he would receive an overwhelming 
response from them. Its concrete evidence 
is that he was well received in Rajkot, Go-
nadal, Dhoraji, Junagarh, Veraval, Vanthali, 
Mangrol, Manawdar, Bantva, Kutyana, 
Ranawow, Poorbandar, Uplata, Jeetpur, and 
everywhere else Quaid was given a royal re-
ception which endorses his strong relation-
ship with Memon community. In his speech 
at Jeetpur he explained this relationship in 
the following words:

“The Memon community of  Kathiawar 
gave me a lot but more money is needed. 
Now others should also come forward and 
play their part. I have no doubt that if  I 
lived in Kathiawar for a month, I would be 
able to generate funds in millions.”

During his visit, he collected funds of  Ru-

pees 50,000, which was almost all given by 
the Memon community. He was also able 
to generate funds from Ahmedabad, Surat, 
Bombay and Africa amounting to Rupees 
2, 50,000. It is not wrong to say Gujrati 
speakers and Memon community gave that 
almost whole press fund.  The fund from 
Memon community is an example of  their 
exalted love for their leader, which is still 
unparalleled in the history of  the freedom.

The Memon community was well aware 
of  the fact that any formula pertaining to 
the division of  the sub-continent that would 
incorporate Kathiawar, Gujrat, and Bombay 
in the Islamic state would not be accept-
able as the Muslims in those states were not 
more than 15%. In addition, these places 
were geographically close to Hindu domi-
nated areas though, the Memon community 
was still supporting the Muslim League, 
and the top leadership of  the Congress such 
as Walabh Bhai Patel was watching them 
closely and was trying to win them on the 
Congress side, and conspired against Mus-
lims for this purpose. However, the intellec-
tuals of  the Memon community countered 
these machinations. It can be concluded 
that this was because of  the personality of  
Quaid e Azam. The Memon community 
considered Quaid e Azam a member of  
their community, and Quaid too felt the 
same way towards them, therefore Quaid e 
Azam and Memon community helped each 
other strongly. The Quaid e Azam knew 
that those states would not become a part 
of  the Islamic state, yet he supported and 
encouraged them on all occasions. Dur-
ing the fund raising campaign for the press 
he announced in his speech at Jetpur that 
Memon community should not feel isolated 
because 90 million Muslims are behind 
them. He said:

“Kathiawar is a state of  that country 
whose princess is good and promotes justice 
but their capability of  implementation is 
poor. During our visit to their land it should 
be made clear to them that the Muslims of  
Kathiawar are not alone, in case of  any act 
of  cruelty on them all Muslims of  the sub-
continent will not stay silent. Now Muslims 
will not live like the oppressed as the sun of  
oppression has set”.  

The thoughts of  Quaid-e-Azam reflect 
his love and relationship with the Memon 
Community because Quaid-e-Azam 
reciprocated their love and respect with 
equal vehemence. On August 21, 1945, the 
Viceroy announced the new elections for 
central and provincial legislative bodies so 
that the claims of  the Congress and Muslim 
League could be verified. Muslim League 
was contesting these elections to prove their 
claim of  representing the Muslims of  India 
and to prove the demand of  the people for 
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Pakistan. The Congress tried to defeat the 
Muslim League to disprove the representa-
tive status. Hence, the Congress solidified 
its contacts with unimportant non-Muslims 
League groups such as Momins, Ehrari, 
Shia Conference and Jamiat Ulema-e-Hind. 
In Punjab Uniset Party, in Sindh G M 
Syed Group, in Frontier leftists dominated 
who were the supporters of  the Congress 
and bitterly against the Muslim League. In 
those circumstances, it was necessary for 
Quaid-e-Azam to monitor the elections in 
the sub-continent himself. Therefore, it was 
impossible for him to organize the public 
opinion in his own constituency. The Con-
gress tried to defeat and deprived the Quaid 
of  representing his constituency so that he 
could not claim the leadership of  Muslims. 
Because the voters of  his own constituency 
will have rejected him, so he will have no 
moral grounds left to claim the leadership 
of  Muslim nation. Under those condi-
tions, the elections of  1945 proved to be a 
formidable challenge for Quaid-e-Azam. 
On the one hand, he had to bring his party 
success; on the other hand, he had to win 
himself. Since 1909, Quaid had winning 
without contest. In Bombay, Muslims had 
three seats for the first five years, and two 
for the next two years. In 1945 elections, 
Muslims had two seats. As usual, for one 
seat, Quaid was contesting and for the other 
an important leader of  Memon Community 
Ahmed E H Jaffer was given the ticket. The 
Congress by a scheme brought the President 
of  All India Shia Committee Hussain Lalji 
to contest with Quaid-e-Azam. Quaid due 
to important engagements was not able to 
concentrate on elections. A crusader of  Bal-
uchistan Freedom Movement Fazal Ahmed 
Ghazi noted the situation as an activist of  
Quaid in the following words:

“Narrating an incident of  elections Ghazi 
sahib (Fazal Ahmed Ghazi) told that he 
had gone to Bombay for Quaid’s work. The 
constituency of  Bombay from where the 
Quaid was contesting, Congress and Jamiat 
Ulema Hind brought Hussain Bhai Lalji for 
competition. One day Quaid said that he 
would come there on the day of  elections as 
Frontier needed me most. We said that your 
election is vital for the movement therefore, 
your stay in Bombay is important. He said 
that my strength lies in ‘you’ the youth. He 
asked us to go to voters and explain to them 
what Pakistan is. What loss the Muslims 
would have to face with India united. He 
left for Peshawar after giving us instructions 
and we started working in his constituency.”

The peculiarity of  the elections in British 
rule was that only those people had a right 
to vote who had certain property. The poor 
Muslims who gathered under the flag of  
Muslim League were not allowed to vote. 

Memon Community was a prosperous 
community of  Bombay and their majority 
had the right to vote. They had particular 
affinity with Quaid so they passionately 
supported him. Memon Community was 
very active during the elections. In that era, 
following Memon notables held position in 
Muslim League at provincial level.

Noor Mohammad Ahmed
Secretary, 1940-43
Noor Mohammad Ahmed
Treasurer, 1943-45
Yousuf Maldina
Secretary,     1945
Abu Bakar Abdul Rehman
Treasurer,     1939-43 
Noor Mohammad Ahmed popularly 

known as Haji Noor Mohammad Urswala  
(1928-1996) created passion while working 
in C Ward as representative of  the Federa-
tion. On the day of  elections, he performed 
his duties at the polling station of  Anjuman 
Islamic High School whole day along with 
Khatri Ismail Ibrahim Chundrigar and other 
influential leaders of  the Muslim League.  

Other Memon leaders with toil and hard 
work of  day and night maintained commu-
nication with voters, because according to 
law Memon voters were in majority in that 
constituency. Even Memon women also 
played a vital role along with men for the 
victory of  Quaid. 
S Maqsood Hasan writes: 
“Similarly when Quaid became a candidate 
for the central assembly in a constituency in 
Bombay, Muslim female students gave their 
valuable services and till his victory worked 
very hard along with Muslim men and 
women. Ms Ansa Gul Bano Hussain, Ms 
Meher Bano Vishram (Memon), Ms Fatima 
Bai (Memon), Ms Zeenat Bai (Memon) are 
among other prominent names who from 
election campaign till vote count struggled 
and worked very hard. Due to their toil 
and hard work Quaid-e-Azam won with 
overwhelming majority.” 

Independent candidate Hussain Lalji, 
who was supported by Congress and Hindu 
benefactors, was contesting from both the 
seats. In the second constituency, he was 
contesting with Ahmed E H Jaffery. He 
belonged to Memon Community and he 
had close association with Quaid-e-Azam. 
When Hussain Lalji was sure of  his defeat, 
he manipulated a conspiracy and hypocrisy. 
Ahmed E H Jaffery unearthed the conspira-
cy and said, 

“In 1945 elections, there were two seats 
in Bombay. From one seat, Quaid was 
contesting and from the other I was given 
the ticket. As usual, Hussain Lalji independ-
ently contested from both the seat with the 
support of  Congress and Hindus. The sent 
me a message: withdraw or take 5 to 10 lac 

rupees if  I you want to. However, I refused. 
The purpose was if  withdrew from that seat, 
Quaid would be compelled to give the ticket 
of  Muslim League to Hussain Lalji, and 
Lalji would contest independently.”  

Ahmed E H Jaffer (1909-1990) belonged 
to the state of  Kutch and his ancestors 
had settled in Bombay for trade. Usually 
Memon Community was considered as 
worshippers of  wealth. Nevertheless, the 
situation and historical facts denied that. 
It was proven by the fact that refused bribe 
amounting to Rs 5 to 10 lac Rupees by 
Ahmed Jaffer equals to billions of  Rupees 
today. When Hussain Lalji saw his scheme 
failing, he negotiated with the Quaid about 
which Ahmed Jaffer writes:

“One day the Quaid called me and said 
that look Ahmed, Hussain Bhai is so greedy 
and shameless person. He came to me 
and said that Mr Jinnah I should ask you 
(Ahmed Jaffer) to withdraw in my favor, 
and in return, I would withdraw in your 
favor so that you (Quaid) could be elected 
without competition. Quaid told Hussain 
Lalji that he was ready to waste one seat 
of  Muslim League for the sake of  win-
ning without competition. Quaid scolded 
him and told him clearly to get out. This 
incident increased his respect in my eyes. 
He never compromised on the benefit of  
Muslim League.” 

The whole sub-continent was focusing on 
the elections of  this constituency: pen of  
Hindu press, lockers of  Hindu businessper-
sons, and the politics of  Congress were fully 
supporting Husain Lalji. It created a fake 
environment of  competition. The notables 
of  Muslim League were also engaged in 
the practical field. The notables included 
Raja Sahib Mehmoodabad, I.I. Chandi-
garh, Ahmed Jaffer, Haji Noor Mohammad 
Urswala, Habib Ibrahim Rehmatullah were 
running the election campaign in Quaid’s 
absence (Quaid was visiting Frontier). 
Memon Community was wholeheartedly 
working with these notables of  Bombay. 
Hussain Lalji could sense his defeat. Con-
spirators became active again and conspired 
to change the election results. Mukhtar 
Zimn writes ‘One day before elections, 
supporters of  Lalji got a rumor published in 
evening dailies that Sir Aga Khan instructed 
the Ismaili sect to vote for Lalji. It was an 
unethical act yet dangerous. Sir Aga Khan 
was living in Delhi those days. Mr Habib Ib-
rahim Rehmatullah (he was close associate 
and supporter of  Quaid) immediately con-
tacted Sir Aga Khan on the phone. Sir Aga 
Khan not only denied that but also appealed 
to his Ismaili sect to vote for Quaid. The 
statement of  Sir Aga Khan was immediately 
published in a pamphlet by muslim students 
and distributed it amongst the voters on the 
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day of  polling.’ 
All conspiracies failed and Quaid-e-Azam 

won gloriously. On the other seat, Laljee got 
a humiliating defeat in the hands of  Ahmed 
Jaffer. On both the seats, Laljee had his bail 
lost. About the election competition, A A 
Rauf  says:

“It wasn’t a competition. It was a compe-
tition between a rat and a monster but La-
ljee was playing his every card. Nationalist 
newspapers were publishing his biography 
and his big photographs and were projecting 
him as a biggest protector of  the interests 
of  Shias. However, result? He got only 127 
votes and had his bail cancelled. Lalji faced 
the same humiliation in the southern divi-
sion of  Bombay where he was contesting 
against Ahmed Jaffer.’ 

All India Muslim League not only 
won those two seats but also had 30 seats 
reserved out of  102 in the central assembly. 
It was the first example in the constitutional 
history where any party grabbed 100 per 
cent seats. In Mr Liaquat Ali Khan’s, view 
who was General Secretary of  All India 
Muslim League it was the most glorious 
victory of  a political part in any country, in 
any era.

A disciple of  founder of  Khaaksar Te-
hreek Rafiq Sabir attacked Quaid-e-Azam 
on July26, 1943. The accused wanted to 
kill Quaid-e-Azam, but fate did not. The 
Memon Community was grieved by this 
incident, but when Quid-e-Azam recovered 
The Memon Trade Association Bombay, 
celebrated his well-being by organizing an 
event in his honor.

This event was held in Bombay on Octo-
ber 14, 1943, in which the Memon Commu-
nity expressed unity with Quaid-e-Azam. 
Quaid addressing the gathering said: 

“I don’t want to go into the details of  the 
attack, because the case is subjudiced in the 
court. However, I would like to tell you that 
the threats or attacks on him cannot change 
his faith. Swords of  killers cannot resolve 
the problems we are facing. This reality is 
the reiteration of  the fact which was an-
nounced by Quran 1300 years ago, which 
should be the foundation of  every muslim’s 
faith and action i.e. ‘AL Akarah fidding.’ ” 

The reception by Memon Board of  
Traders was the evidence of  their devotion 
to Quaid. The reception was attended by 
Memon Community and showed confi-
dence in the manifesto of  Muslim League.

Memon Chamber of  Commerce was an 
economic platform whose basic purpose 
was to protect the interests of  its members. 
However, the platform had special link 
with Quaid-e-Azam and he too carried love 
for it. The members of  Memon Cham-
ber of  Commerce were always ready to 
sacrifice for Quaid-e-Azam. On 1945-46 

elections, the funds given by the Chamber 
in particular were appreciable. After the 
central elections, Sardar Bhai Patel issued 
a statement from Ahmedabad challeng-
ing Muslim League that there was limited 
number of  voters in the central assembly 
therefore Muslim League could not claim to 
be the sole representative party of  Muslims. 
For legislation, we are presenting Muslim 
candidates and will be putting up great op-
position to Muslim League. Muslim League 
accepted the challenge wholeheartedly. In 
response to the challenge given by Sardar 
Bhai Patel, Muslim Chamber of  Commerce 
Bombay invited Quaid-e-Azam to its meet-
ing and gave one lac twenty-seven thousand 
rupees to him. Quaid-e-Azam replied, “Sir, 
you have shown full confidence in Muslim 
League and Pakistan with this donation of  
one lac twenty-seven thousand rupees. I am 
immensely pleased by your passion.”

The patronage and love of  Quaid-e-Azam 
for Memon Chamber of  Commerce formed 
a political forum. Therefore, Quaid-e-Azam 
devised his strategy, particularly when they 
were approaching the goal of  Pakistan, on 
this platform. Addressing a gathering of  
Memon Chamber of  Commerce on March 
27, 1947 Quaid said ‘I firmly believe that 
these two nations will live in Pakistan to-
gether like friends and Hindus and Muslims 
living in Pakistan and India will tell the 
world that India is only for Indians.’

I am pondering over a number of  educa-
tional, economic and social progress plans. 
I think there is no other way for Muslim 
traders but to create economic organization 
at any cost so that Muslims can patronize 
adventures like Tata industry. They should 
also open industrial and educational institu-
tions for the welfare of  Muslims. We need 
to organize our nation. Other nations might 
call it competition or see this organization 
as a sectarian step. These nations have been 
living for centuries and will continue to live 
in future too.

On 22 December 1946, the Memon Com-
munity of  Karachi arranged a reception in 
the honor of  Quaid e Azam in which Quaid 
e Azam said ‘I feel immensely pleased to be 
invited to a reception given by the Memon 
community of  trade community. I know 
that Memon is a brave community. This 
intellectual community has encouraged me 
sincerely and clearly in the planning of  Pa-
kistan. I feel looking at posters around me 
that you people have made a lot of  progress 
rapidly. I also have a feeling that you have 
adopted the principle of  Lahore Declaration 
before it is passed.’

After that Quaid e Azam suggested to 
Memon community to come over to Paki-
stan’s place Sindh to settle down. He said: 

“I would like to say a few words to your 

community. The real people of  Sindh like 
you have spread in and outside India and 
have earned prestige. However, you have 
forgotten your homes and I fear that your 
irresponsibility towards your home will dry 
up the roots. The doors of  vast fields are 
open to you. The Sukkur barrage and its 
connected canal need your attention. To 
bring prosperity to you and your generations 
to come, and for your economic autonomy 
the vast plains here are waiting for you. 
Therefore, in short my suggestion to those 
who have left their homes is to come back. 
Hopefully every rich Memon would follow 
my advice.” 

Quaid e Azam’s advice to Memon com-
munity, to come back, showed that he had 
deep insight into their history. He knew that 
Memon community’s natural relationship is 
connected to this area; therefore, he invited 
them to settle down in their homeland. The 
researcher in his research has concluded 
that Memon community was the only 
community of  sub-continent, which was 
personally invited by Quaid e Azam to help 
Pakistan’s economy grow. I have no other 
incident in my knowledge in which Quaid e 
Azam made a direct invitation to any other 
community to come to Pakistan. It was 
his deep love for Memon community that 
made him do so. In response, the Memon 
community migrated to Pakistan and played 
their role in establishing strong economy in 
Pakistan.

Quaid-e-Azam had special relations with 
the intellectuals of  the Memon commu-
nity. He not only used to take advice from 
them but also enjoyed cordial family terms 
with them. Be it sir Abdullah Haroon from 
Sindh, Usman Eisa Bhai Advocate from 
Rajkot, Sir Adamjee , Ahmed E H Jaffer, 
Quaid e Azam had direct relations with 
them. He always took advice from them 
on every matter. In this connection Quaid 
e Azam had special relations with Sir 
Adamjee. The struggle and sacrifices made 
by Sir Adamjee are important enough to be 
written in golden words in history. In ad-
dition, he had exemplary relations with Sir 
Abdullah Haroon and other intellectuals. 
Quaid e Azam discussed every matter with 
them and took valuable advice from them. 
He followed their advice after thorough dis-
cussions. Highlighting this aspect E H Jaffer 
narrates an incident from his life. 

“On the occasion of  my sister’s wedding 
I made a special request to Quaid e Azam 
to come over which he accepted. On the de-
cided date Quaid e Azam arrived at sharp 5 
o’ clock. Liaquat Ali Khan, Raja Ghazanfar 
Ali Khan with other cabinet members were 
also present. I had not invited more than 60 
to 70 people as per Quaid e Azam’s instruc-
tion. Next day Quaid e Azam reached the 
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party with Ms Fatima Jinnah at sharp 7 o’ 
clock. At that time, no guest had arrived 
except the family members. Quaid e Azam 
on his arrival met everyone gladly and left 
at 7:30. Usually people arrive late in parties. 
Photographer had not arrived too. I apolo-
gized for it. He said, ‘what happened? We 
can take the photographs when you come to 
my home”. 

Quaid e Azam usually avoided personal 
parties but it was his immense love for 
Memon community that he not only would 
accept the invitations but also felt elated. 
This shows there was a special affinity 
between him and the community.

The foundation of  Quaid e Azam’s rela-
tionship with the Memon community stood 
on common creed, common language, 
common culture, common interests and 
common objectives. Hence Memon commu-
nity considered Quaid e Azam a member of  
the community, Quaid e Azam considered 
Memon community his own community, 
and no other community was fortunate 
enough to get this honor.

Conclusion:
Quaid-e-Azam Mohammad Ali Jinnah 
was a great leader of  South Asia who knew 
well how to change the currents of  history. 
Muslims of  every region of  South Asia 
were spellbound in his love. They took 
every word from his mouth as a command. 
The nobles of  Memon Community had the 
honor of  being with him not only in politi-
cal matters, but also had a say in his family 
matters. It is pertinent to mention that the 
places where Memon Community was set-
tled, they were independent states and they 
could not become a part of  an independent 
Islamic state, because Muslim population 
was no more that 15 per cent. Neverthe-
less, this community rendered its due of  
their relationship and sacrificed their lives 
and money for him. Memon Community 
was considered a prosperous community 
of  South Asia. Their standard of  living was 
very high, and the states where they were 
settled were monetarily content and prosper-
ous e.g. the total population of  Bhawalnagar 
was 6, 18,429. There were 92% hindus and 
8% Muslims and the total area of  the state 
was 2,961 square miles and revenue was Rs. 
1, 36, 69, 571 per annum.

Jamnagar consisted of  5 lac 4 thousand 
and six people and annual revenue was 98 
lac Rupees and the area was 3, 791 square 
miles. The state used to pay tax amount-
ing to Rs. 1 lac 20 thousand 93. Its prince 
was given an honor of  21 cannon fire.

Rajkot had the population of  one lac 
and thirty thousand and it was spread on 
283 square miles of  area. Its annual rev-
enue was 15 lac and its prince was given 

an honor of  9 cannon fire.
Urinder consisted of  1, 46, 648 people; 

it covered an area of  643 square miles and 
the annual revenue was approximately Rs.  
33 lac and 58 thousand and its prince was 
given an honor of  13 cannon fire.

Gondal was the best example of  a wel-
fare state. The prince of  Gondal was the 
richest prince in Kathiyawar. Education 
was the responsibility of  the government. 
Its women were also educated and had 
awareness. It had 2, 67, 051 people out of  
which there were 18% Muslims and was 
spread over 1180 square miles and had the 
annual income of  Rs. 60 lac. The prince 
was given an honor of  11 cannon fire.

The specialty of  Morby was that it had 
its own personal railway tracks, which 
were 133 miles long and a separate tram 
service. 60% people had the facility of  
post office. There were 20 GPOs. 40% 

people had the facility of  telephone. The 
population of  the state was 1, 41817 and 
was spread on 1, 072 square miles, and 
annual revenue was Rs. 81 lac, 29 thou-
sand, 66. Its prince was given an honor of  
11 cannon fire.  

These examples amply prove that these 
states were prosperous and their citizens 
were living, contended and peaceful lives. 
However, the role they played in the Paki-
stan Movement was appreciable in respect 
to their amiable relationship with the 
Quaid. This is the point in history, which 
has been hidden from researchers. It is 
necessary to spread awareness among new 
generation about the achievements of  the 
Memon Community so that patriotism can 
be kindled in their hearts and they can be 
proud of  their ancestors’ glorious achieve-
ments.
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A computer interface is the point 
of contact between a person and 
an electronic computer. Today’s 

interfaces include a keyboard, mouse, and 
display screen. Computer user interfaces 
developed through three distinct stages, 
which can be identified as batch process-
ing, interactive computing, and the graphi-
cal user interface.

Early computing machines used punch 
cards as a method to input instructions to 
be calculated. Punch-card technology was 
used during the first half of the twentieth 
century for business machines and it was 
applied to early computers. The ENIAC 
(electronic numerical integrator and com-
puter), developed between 1943 and 1945 at 
the Moore School of Electrical Engineering 
at the University of Pennsylvania, used 
punch card technology and was the first 
electronic computer. Human operators 
supplied instructions to the ENIAC on 
punched cards and then waited for the re-
sults. For the following two decades, punch 
cards were the main input devices for 
computer–user interfaces. In the postwar 
era, new types of interactive computer user 
interfaces were invented. The Technologies 
required to enable people to interactively 
operate a computer were first developed 
in American government-funded projects, 
such as the SAGE (semi-automatic ground 
environment) air defense system, based 
on MIT’s Whirlwind Computer. Project 
SAGE introduced magnetic core memory 
as a method of information storage to 
replace punched cards. Additionally, 
SAGE designers wrote software to run the 
computer’s CRT (cathode-ray tube) that 
displayed information to human operators. 
The system converted radar information 
into pictures generated on the CRT and op-
erators could select information by point-
ing to a computer-generated target with a 
light pen. This type of interactive interface 
was further advanced by Ivan Sutherland’s 
Sketchpad project. In 1962, Sketchpad in-
troduced the concept of computer graphics 
by enabling an operator to create sophis-
ticated visual models on a display screen 
that resembled a television set. Operators 
created models by putting information 
into the computer with a light pen and 
keyboard. Computer-generated drawings 
were immediately updated on the screen as 
different commands were selected.

Sketchpad was part of a new movement 
that examined how users interacted with 
computers. ‘‘Human–computer interac-

tion’’ (HCI) is a term used to describe the 
psychology of how people interact and 
use computers. HCI combines computer 
science, psychology and ergonomics to 
create software to be used as part of the 
computer–user interface. The study of HCI 
has led to the development of computer 
systems that are easier to use. Ergonom-
ics, or human factors, is the study of 
applying psychology to interface design 
to make computers easier to operate and 
understand. As computers became more 
interactive, the ergonomic features of 
interface design advanced to the point at 
which average people could easily operate 
them. A pioneer in developing interactive 
computing was Douglas C. Engelbart. 
While working at the Stanford Research 
Laboratory in the 1960s, Engelbart created 
many of the tools that are commonly used 
with today’s personal computers, including 
the mouse, graphical interfaces, hypertext, 
multiple windows, and teleconferencing.

Engelbart’s system, the ‘‘augment 
system,’’ replaced the light pen with a 
mouse. The original mouse was a small 
input device in the shape of a box with 
hidden wheels. As the mouse rolled on a 
flat surface the wheels signaled a cursor or 
symbol displayed on the computer screen. 
Engelbart’s augment system interactively 
displayed text, graphics, and video images. 
Computer commands were input through 
a keyboard, mouse, and five-finger keyset. 
In December 1968,Engelbart and his team 
demonstrated his vision of interactive 
computing at the Association for Computer 
Machinery/Institute of Electrical Engi-
neers Fall Joint Computer Conference in 
San Francisco. Sitting in the audience was 
a young computer scientist named Alan 
Kay.

In the early 1970s, Kay (along with mem-
bers of Engelbart’s team) joined the newly 
established Xerox Palo Alto Research 
Center (PARC). The PARC researchers 
developed the hardware and software nec-
essary for the next generation of computer–
user interfaces, which included pictures, 
windows, and menus. At Xerox PARC, 
researchers designed and built a new 
computer system called the Alto, which 
had enough power to drive a full-screen 
graphical image. The Alto used bitmap 
technology that created a one-to-one cor-
respondence between the picture elements 
on the screen and the bits in the computer’s 
memory. Bitmapping enables users to scale 
letters and mix text and graphics together 

on a display screen. The Alto’s text-editing 
software added a new feature called ‘‘what 
you see is what you get’’ (WYSIWYG). 
Images displayed on the screen visually 
resembled the computer-generated informa-
tion output on a printed page. These new 
technological developments enabled PARC 
researchers to invent the WIMP interface. 
WIMP interfaces incorporate windows, 
icons, a mouse, and pull-down menus 
into a visual interface design. Kay and his 
team further enhanced the WIMP design 
by transforming it into the graphical user 
interface (GUI). GUIs enable computer 
users to execute commands by pointing 
and clicking on icons. The icons displayed 
on the screen resemble familiar office 
objects such as file folders, file cabinets, 
and in-mail and out-mail baskets. Objects 
displayed on the screen are manipulated 
with a mouse and the screen’s work area 
metaphorically represents a desktop. 
PARC’s GUI added the desktop metaphor 
to computer–user interfaces.

In 1979, after seeing a demonstration 
of the Xerox PARC technology, Steve 
Jobs saw the possibility of using graphi-
cal interfaces to make computers more 
‘‘user-friendly.’’ He applied PARC tech-
nology to the Macintosh and it became 
the first commercially successful GUI. In 
1984, Apple advertised the Macintosh as a 
‘‘userfriendly’’ system that easily enabled 
average people to operate a computer. The 
Macintosh also popularized the desktop 
metaphor developed at PARC. Following 
the success of the Macintosh interface, a 
number of different companies introduced 
graphical and WIMP-styled interfaces, 
including International Business Machines 
(IBM), Digital Research, and Commodore. 
However, the most successful GUI was 
Microsoft Windows, which still dominates 
the interface marketplace. Currently, GUIs 
have become the most popular method 
of computer–user interaction. Today’s 
graphical interfaces support additional 
multimedia features, such as streaming 
audio and video. In GUI design, every new 
software feature introduces more icons into 
the process of computer– user interaction. 
Presently, the large vocabulary of icons 
used in GUI design is difficult for users 
to remember, which creates a complexity 
problem. As GUIs become more complex, 
interface designers are adding voice recog-
nition and intelligent agent technologies to 
make computer user interfaces even easier 
to operate.

Have you locked your keys in the car? 

Does your car have remote keyless entry? 
This may come in handy someday. Good 
reason to own a cell phone: 

If  you lock your keys in the car and the 
spare keys are at home, call someone at  
home on their mobile phone from your cell 
phone.

Hold your cell phone about a foot from 
your car door and have the person at your 
home press the unlock button, holding it 
near the mobile phone on their end. 

Your car will unlock. Saves someone from 
having to drive your keys to you. Distance is 
no object. You could be thousands of  miles 
away, and if  you can reach someone who 
has the other ‘remote’ for your car, you can 
unlock the doors (or the trunk).

This reserve will get re charged 
when you charge your mobile next time.  

This secret is in the fine print in most 

phone manuals.  Most people however skip 
this information without realizing.

FOURTH 
How to disable a STOLEN mobile phone? 
To  check your Mobile phone’s serial 
number, key in the following digits on your  
phone: * # 0 6 # Ensure you put an asterisk 
BEFORE the #06# sequence.

A 15 digit code will appear on the screen. 
This number is unique to your handset. 
Write it down and keep it somewhere safe. 
If  your phone ever get stolen, you can 
phone your service provider and give them 
this code. They will then be able to block 
your handset so even if  the thief  changes 
the SIM card, your phone will be totally 
useless. 

You probably won’t get your phone back, 
but at  least you know that whoever stole it 
can’t use/sell it either. If  everybody done 
this, there would be no point in people steal-
ing mobile phones..

Paper or plastic?” Nearly every time 
someone buys groceries, he or she is 
asked this question. The answer is not 
as easy as it may seem. According to 

environmentalists, plastic bags and paper bags 
both have drawbacks.

Plastic bags are everywhere. According to 
the Virginia-based American Plastics Council, 
80 percent of groceries are packed in plastic 
bags.

“The numbers are absolutely staggering,” 
said Vincent Cobb, a businessperson from 
Chicago who launched reusablebags.com. He 
notes that consumers use between 500 billion 
and 1 trillion plastic bags per year worldwide.

Plastic bags can be found in landfills, stuck 
on trees, and floating in the ocean.

What is the effect of all of these bags? Some 
experts say that they harm the environment. 
Plastic bags can take hundreds of years to 
break down. As they break down, they release 
poisonous materials into the water and soil.

Plastic bags in the ocean can choke and 

strangle wildlife. Endangered sea turtles eat 
the bags and often choke on them—probably 
because the bags look like jellyfish, the main 
food of many sea turtles.

In fact, floating plastic bags have been spot-
ted as far north as the Arctic Ocean to as far 
south as the southern end of South America. 
One expert predicts that within ten years, plas-
tic bags will wash up in Antarctica!

Despite these negative effects, plastic bags do 
have some advantages.

“Plastic grocery bags are some of the most 
reused items around the house,” explained 
Laurie Kusek of the American Plastics Coun-
cil.

Plastic bags hold school lunches, line trash 
cans, and serve as gym bags. These uses de-
crease plastic bag waste.

According to the Film and Bag Federation, 
a trade group within the Society of Plastics In-
dustry, paper bags use more energy and create 
more waste than plastic bags.

Plastic bags require 40 percent less energy to 

produce than paper bags and cause 70 percent 
less air pollution, the group explained. Plus, 
plastic bags release as much as 94 percent less 
waste into the water.

Paper bags do, however, break down more 
quickly than plastic bags. They also don’t 
strangle wildlife.

What, then, should people do?
While some experts have argued for placing 

a tax on plastic bags, others worry that the tax 
would cause people who make plastic bags to 
lose jobs. Some people also worry that making 
plastic bags more expensive (through taxes) 
would increase landfill waste because stores 
would start using paper bags again.

Another possible solution would be to use 
biodegradable plastic bags, a technology that 
has recently improved. “Biodegradable” means 
that the bags naturally break down, like, for 
example, a banana peel does when you leave it 
outside. Perhaps the simplest solution for now, 
however, is to pack groceries in reusable bags, 
such as cloth tote bags.

No material has ever changed the appear-
ance of  the home as much as plastics have 
done and it is not only appearance but 
their resistance to wear and their easy-care 
characteristics which have altered every-
one’s way of  domestic life. The word, which 
derives from the Greek plastikos, meaning 
‘that which may be moulded, describes 
their quality of  being easily shaped to any 
required form. The development of  plastics 
took place rapidly in the years since 1920. 
In the modern home a very wide range 
of  plastics is in use for a great variety of  
purposes. Three types which particularly 
serve domestic needs are polyvinylchloride 
(PVC), polyethylene and polystyrene and 
each of  these may be found in different 
forms which meet different needs. For 
example, PVC (often called simply vinyl) 
may be manufactured to be rigid or flexible, 
thin or thick, transparent or opaque. The 
rigid type is suited to the making of  struc-
tural parts such as piping and guttering; it 
is also used for making gramophone discs. 
Vinyl floor tiles or soles for footwear are 
manufactured from a more flexible version. 
A softer type is used for a wide range of  

goods from furnishing fabrics and garments 
to wallpaper and hosepipes. Transparent 
PVC provides the wrapping film used for a 
multitude of  purposes in the kitchen.

There are two chief types of polyethyl-
ene—more commonly known as polythene. 
An early type was produced as long ago as 
the 1930s, when it was manufactured into 
sheets of fairly heavy wrapping material. High 
density polythene was developed in the 1950s. 
This is heavier and more rigid and has proved 
most suitable for making a range of useful 
containers such as buckets, large bowls and 
dustbins.

Polystyrene appears in three chief forms in 
the home. There is the toughened type which 
lines refrigerators, the clear but strong and 
rigid type made into moulded containers for 
eggs, butter, salads etc. and expanded polysty-
rene, which is a lightweight foam ideal for a 
broad range of goods from moulded packag-
ing to ceiling tiles.

A more recent development is the use 
of glass fibre as a reinforcement for plastic. 
Polyester is ideal for this purpose and this 
combination of materials has made the use 
of plastics possible for heavy, structural parts 

of a house as well as for articles such as water 
tanks.

Apart from all these widely used plastics 
there are others of  particular assistance in 
the kitchen. The development of  non-stick 
cookware has been made possible by the 
use of  polytetrafluorethylene, generally ab-
breviated to PTFE, which is inert to a wide 
range of  chemicals and is also resistant to 
sunlight and to moisture. Polypropylene is a 
rigid thermoplastic which is highly resistant 
to liquids and solvents, so is used exten-
sively for kitchenware of  all kinds as well as 
garden equipment such as wheelbarrows. 
Elsewhere in the house melamine resins are 
made into unbreakable tableware and phe-
nolic resins into electrical fittings. Carpets 
are backed with polyurethane foam. Lastly 
there is the extensive range of  synthetic 
textiles manufactured into garments and 
furnishings fabrics, dating from the first pro-
duction of  nylon by Du Pont of  America in 
1938, after eleven years of  research costing 
$27 million, to the later numerous varieties 
of  polyester and acrylic fibres marketed 
under the plethora of  different trade names 
adopted by their countries of  manufacture.

9. Chemotherapy and radiation can 
cause cancer cells to mutate and be-
come resistant and difficult to destroy. 
Surgery can also cause cancer cells to 
spread to other sites.

10. An effective way to battle cancer is to 
starve the cancer cells by not feeding it 
with the foods it needs to multiply.

Cancer cells feed on:
a. Sugar substitutes like NutraSweet, 
Equal, Spoonful, etc are made with As-
partame and it is harmful. A better natu-
ral substitute would be Manuka honey or 
molasses , but only in very small amounts. 
Table salt has a chemical added to make it 
white in color Better alternative is Bragg’s 
aminos or sea salt. 

b. Milk causes the body to produce 
mucus, especially in the gastro-intestinal 
tract. Cancer feeds on mucus. By cutting 
off  milk and substituting with unsweet-
ened soy milk cancer cells are being 
starved.

c. Cancer cells thrive in an acid environ-
ment. A meat-based diet is acidic and it 
is best to eat fish, and a little other meat, 
like chicken. Meat also contains livestock 
antibiotics, growth hormones and para-
sites, which are all harmful, especially to 
people with cancer.

d. A diet made of  80% fresh vegetables 
and juice, whole grains, seeds, nuts and 
a little fruits help put the body into an 
alkaline environment. About 20% can be 
from cooked food including beans. Fresh 
vegetable juices provide live enzymes that 
are easily absorbed and reach down to cel-
lular levels within 15 minutes to nourish 
and enhance growth of  healthy cells. To 
obtain live enzymes for building healthy 
cells try and drink fresh vegetable juice 
(most vegetables including bean sprouts) 

and eat some raw vegetables 2 or 3 times 
a day. Enzymes are destroyed at tempera-
tures of  104 degrees F (40 degrees C).

e. Avoid coffee, tea, and chocolate, 
which have high caffeine Green tea is a 
better alternative and has cancer fighting 
properties. Water-best to drink purified 
water, or filtered, to avoid known toxins 
and heavy metals in tap water. Distilled 
water is acidic, avoid it.meat in protein 
is difficult to digest and requires a lot of   
digestive enzymes. Undigested meat re-
maining intestines becomes putrefied and 
leads to more toxic buildup.

11. Cancer cell walls have a tough 
protein covering.  By refraining from or 
eating less meat it frees more enzymes to 
attack the protein walls of  cancer cells 
and allows the body’s killer cells to de-
stroy the cancer cells.

12. Some supplements build up the im-
mune system (IP6, Essiac, anti-oxidants, 
vitamins, minerals, FAs etc.) to enable the 
bodies own killer cells to destroy cancer 
cells. Other supplements like vitamin E 
are known to cause apoptosis, or pro-
grammed cell death, the body’s

 normal method of  disposing of  dam-
aged, unwanted, or unneeded cells.

13.Cancer is a disease of  the mind, 
body, and spirit. A proactive and positive 
spirit will help the cancer warrior be a sur-
vivor. Anger, un-forgiveness and bitterness 
put the body into a stressful and acidic 
environment. Learn to have a loving and 
forgiving spirit. Learn to relax and enjoy 
life.

14.Cancer cells cannot thrive in an 
oxygenated environment. Exercising 
daily, and deep breathing help to get more 
oxygen down to the cellular level. Oxygen 
therapy is another means employed to 
destroy cancer cells.

1. No plastic containers in micro.
2. No water bottles in freezer.
3. No plastic wrap in microwave.

Johns Hopkins has recently sent this 
out in its newsletters. This informa-
tion is being circulated at Walter Reed 
Army Medical Center as well. Dioxin 
chemicals cause cancer, especially breast 
cancer. Dioxins are highly poisonous 
to the cells of  our bodies. Don’t freeze 
your plastic bottles with water in them 
as this releases dioxins from the plastic. 
Recently, Dr Edward Fujimoto, Wellness 
Program Manager at Castle Hospital 
, was on a TV program to explain this 
health hazard. He talked about diox-
ins and how bad they are for us. He 
said that we should not be heating our 
food in the microwave using plastic 
containers. This especially applies to 
foods that contain fat. He said that 
the combination of  fat, high heat, and 
plastics releases dioxin into the food 
and ultimately into the cells of  the body. 
Instead, he recommends using glass, 
such as Corning Ware, Pyrex or ce-
ramic containers for heating food. You 
get the same results, only without the 
dioxin. So such things as TV dinners, 
instant ramen and soups, etc., should be 
removed from the container and heated 
in something else. Paper isn’t bad but 
you don’t know what is in the paper. It’s 
just safer to use tempered glass, Corning 
Ware, etc. He reminded us that a while 
ago some of  the fast food restaurants 
moved away from the foam containers 
to paper. The dioxin problem is one of  
the reasons.

Also, he pointed out that plastic wrap, 
such as Saran, is just as dangerous when 
placed over foods to be cooked in the 
microwave. As the food is nuked, the high 
heat causes poisonous toxins to actually 
melt out of  the plastic wrap and drip into 
the food. Cover food with a paper towel 
instead.

Egg white
One hopes never to be needing it, but just in 
case:... 

A simple but effective way to treat burns 
with the help of egg white.

This method is used in the training of fire-
men.

When sustaining a burn, regardless the 
degree, the first aid is always placing the 
injured part under running cold water till the 

heat subsides.
And next spread the egg white over the injury.
Someone burned a large part of her hand 

with boiling water. Despite the pain she held 
her hand under running water, then took two 
eggs, parted the yolk from the egg white and 
slightly beat the egg white and put her hand in 
it. Her hand was so badly burned that the egg 
white dried and formed a white film. Later 
she heard that the egg is a natural collagen.

And during the next hour layer upon layer, 

she administered a white layer on her hand.
That afternoon she didn’t feel any more 

pain and the next day there hardly was a red 
mark to see. She thought she would have an 
awful scar but to her astonishment after ten 
days there was no sign of the burn, the skin 
had it’s normal colour again!

The burned area had been totally regenerat-
ed thanks to the collagen, in reality a placenta 
full of vitamins. This advice can be useful for 
everyone. Pls Circulate it!

Treating burns
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In 1919 when the flu killed 40 million 
people there was this Doctor that visited 
the many farmers to see if  he could help 

them combat the flu. 
Many of  the farmers and their family had 

contracted it and many died.
The doctor came upon this one farmer 

and to his surprise, everyone was very 
healthy.  When the doctor asked what  the 
farmer was doing that was different the wife 
replied  that she had placed an unpeeled 
onion in a dish in the rooms  of  the home, 
(probably only two rooms back then).  The 
doctor couldn’t believe it and asked if  he 
could have one of  the onions and place it 
under the microscope.  She gave him one 
and when he did this, he did find the flu 
virus in the onion. It obviously absorbed 
the bacteria, therefore, keeping the family 
healthy.  

 Now, I heard this story from my hair-
dresser in AZ.   She said that several years 
ago many of  her employees were coming 
down with the flu and so were many of  her 
customers. The next year she placed several 
bowls with onions around in her shop. To 
her surprise, none of  her staff  got sick. 
It must work..  (And no, she is not in the 
onion business..)

The moral of  the story is, buy some 
onions and place them in bowls around 
your home. If  you work at a desk, place one 
or two in your office or under your desk 
or even on top somewhere.  Try it and see 
what happens.  We did it last year and we 
never got the flu.

If  this helps you and your loved ones 
from getting sick, all the better.  If  you do 
get the flu, it just might be a mild case.. 
Whatever, what have you to lose? Just a few 
bucks on onions!!!!!!

Now there is a P. S. to this for I sent it to a 
friend in Oregon who regularly contributes 
material to me on health issues.  She replied 
with this most interesting experience about 
onions: 

Thanks for the reminder.. I don’t know 
about the farmers story.. but, I do know that 
I contacted pneumonia and needless to say 

I was very ill.. I came across an article that 
said to cut both ends off  an onion put one 
end on a fork and then place the forked end 
into an empty jar....placing the jar next to 
the sick patient at night. It said the onion 
would be black in the morning from the 
germs.. sure enough it happened just like 
that.. the onion was a mess and I began to 
feel better. 

Another thing I read in the article was 
that onions and garlic placed around the 
room saved many from the black plague 
years ago. They have powerful antibacterial, 
antiseptic properties. 
LEFT OVER ONIONS ARE POISONOUS

I have used an onion which has been left 
in the fridge, and sometimes I don’t use a 
whole one at one time, so save the other 
half  for later.

Now with this info, I have changed 
my mind.. will buy smaller onions in the 
future..

I had the wonderful privilege of  touring 
Mullins Food Products, Makers of  mayon-
naise..  Mullins is huge, and is owned by 11 
brothers and sisters in the Mullins family.  
My friend, Jeanne, is the CEO.

Questions about food poisoning came up, 
and I wanted to share what I learned from 
a chemist.

Our tour guide was named Ed.  Ed is a 
chemistry expert and is involved in develop-
ing most of  the sauce formula.  He’s even 
developed sauce for McDonald’s.

Keep in mind that Ed is a food chemistry 
whiz. During the tour, someone asked if  we 
really needed to worry about mayonnaise. 
People are always worried that mayonnaise 
will spoil. Ed’s answer will surprise you. Ed 
said that all commercially- made Mayo is 
completely safe.

“It doesn’t even have to be refrigerated. 
No harm in refrigerating it, but it’s not re-

ally necessary.” He explained that the pH 
in mayonnaise is set at a point that bacteria 
could not survive in that environment. He 
then talked about the typical picnic, with 
the bowl of  potato salad sitting on the table 
and how everyone blames the mayonnaise 
when someone gets sick.

Ed says that when food poisoning is 
reported, the first thing officials look for 
is when the ‘victim’ last ate ONIONS and 
where those onions came from (in the po-
tato salad?). Ed says it’s not the mayonnaise 
(as long as it’s not homemade Mayo) that 
spoils; it’s probably the onions, and if  not 
the onions, it’s the POTATOES.

He explained, onions are a huge magnet 
for bacteria, especially uncooked onions. 
You should never plan to keep a portion 
of  a sliced onion. He says it’s not even safe 
if  you put it in a zip-lock bag and put it in 
your refrigerator.

It’s already contaminated enough just by 
being cut open and left out for a bit, that it 
can be a danger to you; and watch out for 
those onions you put in your hotdogs at the 
baseball park or warehouse stores!

Ed says if  you take the leftover onion and 
cook it like crazy you’ll probably be okay, but 
if  you slice that leftover onion and put on your 
sandwich, you’re asking for trouble. Both the 
onions and the moist potato in a potato salad, 
will attract and grow bacteria quickly.

So, how’s that for news? Take it for what 
you will. I am going to be very careful about 
my onions from now on.

Please remember it is dangerous to cut 
onions and try to use it to cook the next 
day, it becomes highly poisonous for even a 
single night and creates toxic bacteria which 
may cause Adverse Stomach infections 
because of  excess bile secretions and even 
food poisoning.
Please pass it on to all you love and care..

Why Should I Give Zakat?
Allah (The Glorified and the Exalted- 
Subhaanahu wa Ta’ala) commands in the 
Quran, “Take alms out of  their property, 
you would cleanse them and purify them 
thereby, and pray for them; surely your 
prayer is a relief  to them; and Allah is Hear-
ing, Knowing.” [Al-Quran 9:103]

Allah (The Glorified and Exalted) says in 
the Quran: “And keep up prayer and pay the 
poor-due (Zakat) and obey the Messenger, 
so that mercy may be shown to you.” [Al-
Quran 24:56]

Narrated Ibn ‘Umar: Allah’s Apostle said: 
Islam is based on (the following) five (prin-
ciples): To testify that none has the right to 
be worshiped but Allah and Muhammad is 
Allah’s Apostle; to offer the (compulsory 
congregational) prayers dutifully and per-
fectly; to pay Zakat (i.e. alms); to perform 
Hajj. (i.e. Pilgrimage to Mecca), and to 
observe fast during the month of  Ramadan. 
(Sahih Bukhari, Vol.1, Book 2, No.7)

At-Tabarani relates, on the authority of  
‘Ali, that the Prophet (PBUH) said: “Allah 
has enjoined upon rich Muslims a due to be 
taken from their properties corresponding 

to the needs of  the poor among them. The 
poor will never suffer from starvation or 
lack of  clothes unless the rich neglect their 
due. If  they do, Allah will surely hold them 
accountable and punish them severely.” 
(related by At-Tabarani in Al-’Aswat and 
as-Saghir)

Who Receives Zakat?
“The alms are only for the Fuqara’ (the 
poor), and Al-Masakeen (the needy) and 
those employed to collect (the funds); and 
to attract the hearts of  those who have been 
inclined (towards Islam); and to free the 
captives; and for those in debt; and for Al-
lah’s Cause, and for the wayfarer (a traveler 
who is cut off  from everything); a duty 
imposed by Allah. And Allah is All-Know-
er, All-Wise.” [Al-Quran - 9:60]

The eight categories 
mentioned in the verse 
above are:

• Fuqaraa: Those who own property in 
excess of  basic necessities but below the 

value of  Nisab
• Masakeen: Extremely poor who possess 

no wealth whatsoever
• Aamileen: Those persons who are ap-

pointed by an Islamic Head of  State or 
Government to collect Zakat; this per-
son does not have to be a needy person 
to qualify for Zakat

• Muallafatul Quloob: Those poor and 
needy persons who may have recently 
converted to Islam; Zakat is given to 
them with the intentions of  solidifying 
their hearts or to bring them closer to 
Islam

• Ar-Riqaab: slaves whose masters have 
agreed to set them free on a payment of  
a fixed amount; Zakat may be used to 
purchase their freedom

• Al Ghaarimeen: A person whose debts 
exceed his assets; to qualify, his/her net 
assets (after deducting liabilities) must 
be below the Nisab limit

• Fi Sabeelillah: Those who are away 
from home in the path of  Allah

• Ibnus-Sabeel: A traveler, who, whilst 
wealthy at his residence, is stranded and 
in need of  financial assistance.

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Ayoob was the kind of  person 
who would always amaze you. 
He was always in a good mood 

and always had something positive to say. 
When someone would ask him how he 
was doing, he would reply, “If  I were any 
better, I would be twins!”

He was a unique manager because he 
had several waiters who had followed him 
around from restaurant to restaurant. The 
reason the waiters followed Ayoob was 
because of  his attitude. He was a natural 
motivator. If  an employee was having 
a bad day Ayoob was there telling the 
employee how to look on the positive side 
of  the situation.

Seeing this style really made me curi-
ous, so one day I went up to Ayoob and 
asked him, “I don’t get it! You can’t be a 
positive person all of  the time. How do 
you do it?”

Ayoob replied, “Each morning I wake 
up and say to myself, ‘ Ayoob, Allah has 
given you two choices today. You can 
choose to be in a good mood or you can 
choose to be in a bad mood.’ I choose to 
be in a good mood. Each time something 
bad happens, I can choose to be a victim 
or I can choose to learn from it. I choose 
to learn from it. Every time someone 
comes to me complaining, I can choose 
to accept their complaining or I can point 
out the positive side of  life.

Several years later, I heard that Ayoob 
did something you are never supposed 
to do in a restaurant business: he left the 
back door open one morning and was held 
up at gunpoint by three armed robbers. 
While trying to open the safe, his hand, 
shaking from nervousness, slipped off  the 
combination. The robbers panicked and 
shot him. Alhamdulillah , Ayoob was 
found relatively quickly and rushed to the 
local hospital’s trauma centre.

After 18 hours of  surgery and weeks of  
intensive care, Ayoob was released from 
the hospital with fragments of  the bullets 
still in his body.

I saw Ayoob about six months after the 
accident. When I asked him how he was, 
he replied, “Alhamdulillah , Allah is so 
Great and so Merciful” and then he added 
“If  I were any better, I’d be twins. Wanna 
see my scars?”

I declined to see his wounds, but did 
ask him what had gone through his mind 
as the robbery took place. “The first thing 
that went through my mind was that I 
should have locked the back door,” Ayoob 
replied. “Then, as I lay on the floor, I 
remembered that Allah had given me two 
choices: I could choose to live, or I could 
choose to die. I chose to live. By the Will 
and Acceptence of  Allah I choose to live 
and Allah accepted my dua”

“Weren’t you scared? Did you lose con-
sciousness?” I asked.

Ayoob continued, “The paramedics 
were great. They kept telling me I was 
going to be fine. But when they wheeled 
me into the emergency room and I saw 

the expressions on the faces of  the doctors 
and nurses, I got really scared. In their 
eyes, I read, ‘He’s a dead man.’

“What did you do?” I asked.

Years may wrinkle the skin but to give 
up enthusiasm, wrinkles the soul.  
Worry,  fear, self  distrust bows the 

heart and turns spirit back to dust.  Whether 
70  or 17, there is in every human being’s 
heart the lure of wonder, the unfailing child-
like appetite of what’s next and the joy of  
playing the game of living.  In the center of  
your heart and mine, there is a wireless sta-
tion.  So long as it receives the messages of  
beauty, hope, cheer, courage and power, you 
are young.  

Youth is not a time of life.  It is a state of  
mind.  It is not a matter of rosy cheeks, red 
lips and supple knees.  It is a matter of the 
will, a quality of the imagination, a vigor of  
the emotions.   It is the freshness of the deep 
springs of life. 

Admittedly, there is one lesson I learnt 
about retaining youth.  And it is that it is 
surely linked to the freedom and joy you 
experience from doing the things you always 
yearned to do.  This is my personal discovery 
of the fountain of youth.  That is my personal 
discovery of the fountain of youth.  Other 
people might have found their own insights.  I 

often think what answers lie with those, who 
like me, are caught by surprise in the middle.  
No longer young, but not yet physically old.  
The comfort is that the condition is epidemic.  
When I occasionally compare notes with 
contemporaries.  I find that talking about age 
can become all engrossing. But it is equally 
true that age is a topic of no interest until you 
are the topic.   

Reflection on the subject however, did 
produce one compelling question. How can I 
still feel 26 when I am over 62 ?  What is this 
mysterious ‘young at heart’ feeling ?  Nobody 
grows old merely by a number of years.  We 
grow old by deserting our ideals.  

When the aerials are down and your spirit 
is covered with snows of cynicism and the 
ice of pessimism, then you are old even at 20.  
But as long as your aerials are up, to catch 
waves of  optimism, there is hoe you may die 
young at 80.  

Middle age is often a cause for concern for 
many.  But if  you set your goals right, you 
may enjoy the fountain of youth till late in life.  
Social scientists are not very successful in their 
efforts to quantify middle age. 

Among business executives and profession-
als, a man does not reach middle age until 50. 
Nor old age until 70.  On the other hand, for 
the white collared, life is paced more rapidly 
and a man is described as middle aged by 40 
and old by 60.

For the majority, people grow old by the 
number of years. This theory is not only incor-
rect, but by far away from the natural ethics  
and principle of modern science.  So far you 
can pick paper lying at the bottom without 
rendering the usual ‘UH’ and ‘OH’ grunts, 
you are young; irrespective of the number of  
your years.  Once this procedure becomes the 
other way round, you take it for granted that 
you have entered the third stage of life and 
that is old age.  

Even the later years can prove cool evenings 
of life, if  you have spent the earlier years in 
accordance with the will of nature and at the 
same time, you had gone to bed the same day 
you have got up and adhered to the system of  
early to bed and early to rise phenomenon.  
Has this been the other way round, yet setting 
your goals right, you may enjoy the fountain 
of youth  till the call comes.

Key to everlasting 
youth
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Diabetes is a condition in which 
your body cannot control the level 
of  glucose (sugar) in the blood 

because the pancreas does not produce 
enough insulin or the body cells are resistant 
to the action of  the insulin. There is no cure 
for diabetes but it can be controlled as new 
drugs and treatments are made available 
due to extensive research.

The aim of  all types of  diabetes is to 
maintain blood glucose level within the 
normal range. Keep your blood glucose 
level controlled to prevent complications in 
the long term as most of  the time you are 
unaware of  the damage happening.

Why does diabetes 
develop?
Diabetes has no single cause but may be 
caused by a combination of  inherited and 

environmental factors.

Who is at risk?
Ethnic Background: People from South 
Asia or Afro-Caribbean have a higher prob-
ability of  developing diabetes.

Overweight: People with weight prob-
lem are at higher risk of  developing type 2 
Diabetes. Check that your BMI (Body Mass 
Index) is within the recommended range for 
your height see page 122.

Heredity: Having a parent or sibling with 
type 2 diabetes would increase the risk of  
diabetes.

Gestational Diabetes: During pregnancy 
the body increases the blood glucose level 
to cope with the demands of  the growing 
baby and more insulin is needed. If  the 
blood glucose level remains high then it can 
cause gestational diabetes. It usually disap-
pears when the pregnancy is over but can 

reappear in future pregnancies and greatly 
increases a woman’s risk of  developing 
Type 2 diabetes in later life.

Medication: Some medicines can raise 
the blood glucose level or prevent insulin 
from working properly e.g. steroids such 
as prednisolone, dexamethasone and Beta 
Blockers e.g. propanolol.

Recognising the Symptoms
Signs to watch for:
Extreme tiredness, frequent urination, 
feeling thirsty all the time, blurred vision, 
weight loss and itchiness especially round 
the genitals. If  you have any of  these symp-
toms consult your doctor.

To Reduce Your Risk of 
Diabetes
Beware of the symptoms and 
risk factors such as: 
Family history of  diabetes
Blood pressure (check regularly)
Obesity (Loose weight)
Check cholesterol level regularly
Smoking (giveup)
Reduce your intake of  refind sugar e.g. 
biscuits and cakes.

Types of Diabetes
There are different types of  diabetes but the 
commonly known are Type 1, Type 2 Dia-
betes. In each type of  diabetes glucose ac-
cumulates in the blood to a level that could 
be harmful to health. Type 1 and Type 2 
diabetes share some of  the same symptoms 
but there are different conditions, causes 
and treatment for each. Type I usually de-
velops in children and young people where 
as Type 2 affects people over the age of  40 
and those suffering from Type 2 Diabetes 
may not be diagnosed for years and may 

What is 
diabetes?
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have developed long-term complications.

Type 1 Diabetes
Usually starts in childhood or early adult-
hood but rarely after 40 years of  age. The 
body does not produce insulin in because 
the insulin producing beta cells in the pan-
creas have been destroyed. 

People affected are usually underweight 
or normal weight.

Passing large amounts of  urine, excessive 
thirst, weight loss and fatigue can come on 
quickly and be severe.

Patients need insulin treatment as well as 
care with eating and physical activity.

Diagnosis is usually rapid with in days or 
weeks of  symptoms developing.

Type 2 Diabetes
Usually starts in adults often after 40 years 
of  age but increasingly common at a young 
age.

The body products insulin but it is resist-
ant to its action. Over a period of  time 
insulin production progressively declines

People affected are usually overweight 
and lead a sedentary lifestyle.

Passing large amounts of  urine, excessive 
thirst, weight loss, fatigue and blurred vision 
may be gradual, mild or absent.

Diabetes may not be diagnosed for several 
years.

Diagnosing Diabetes
Any of  the following tests may be used to 
diagnose diabetes. These should be done in 
clinic by a health professional: 

Urine Test:  A sample of  urine is tested by 
using a dipstick that changes color accord-
ing to the amount of  glucose present. The 
dipstick is then compared to a color chart 
and within one minute the result is ob-
tained. The presence or absence of  glucose 
in the urine does not necessarily indicate or 
discount diabetes and you will be referred 
for further blood tests.

Finger prick Test: A device is used to 
prick the side of  a fingertip and a drop of  
blood is put on the testing strip. The strip 
is inserted into a blood glucose meter and 
the result is obtained within one minute. A 
finger prick test by itself  is not enough to 
diagnose diabetes and therefore you may be 
referred for further blood tests.

Random Blood Glucose Test: The sample 
is taken regardless of  whether one has eaten 
or not, depending on the result the test may 
be repeated while fasting or take an oral 
glucose tolerance test.

Fasting Blood Glucose Test:  No food or 
drink intake overnight and in the morning a 
blood sample is taken.

Oral Glucose Tolerance Test: No food or 
drink intake overnight and in the morning 

a blood sample is taken before and after 2 
hours of  drinking some glucose.

Control of Diabetes
Regularly raised blood glucose level can 
cause long term complications e.g. de-
pression, kidney damage, foot problems, 
cardiovascular conditions, the nervous and 
circulatory systems. Important factors to 
help prevent these complications; follow a 
few simple steps like controlling your blood 
glucose level, avoid alcohol, smoking and 
stress (CASES).

Controlling blood glucose level is know-
ing how quickly particular foods will cause 
your blood glucose level to rise and how to 
manage the amount and types of  food you 
eat. Being aware of  what is in your food 
like carbohydrates, proteins, fats, vitamins, 
minerals and fibre will help you to control 
your blood glucose level. Diabetics have to 
make healthy choices when eating and it is 
essential to seek professional dietary advice.

Alcohol
Alcohol can affect you severely if  you drink 
a lot. If  you must drink alcohol, drink in 
moderation and keep to the recommended 
limits. Do not drink on an empty stomach.

Smoking
It is important for diabetes sufferers to stop 
smoking because of  growing evidence that 
their chances of  having a heart attack are 
very high. It is difficult to stop smoking 

and one needs a strong willpower. You may 
want to stop smoking altogether or get some 
treatment e.g. nicotine gum and patches.

Exercise
Exercise is good for you as it makes a differ-
ence to your general health. Before starting 
any exercise program you should consult 
your doctor. Physical activity is beneficial 
for diabetics and most experts say that being 
active improves blood glucose control. You 
should test blood glucose before and after 
doing the kind of  exercise you do and see 
how it affects you can exercise before or 1-2 
hours after the meals.

Certain diabetic complications will deter-
mine what type of  exercise you should do 
therefore it is important to find some kind 
of  activity that would work for you and is 
convenient and affordable e.g. swimming, 
cycling or walking for 30-45 minutes five 
times a week. Always wear comfortable 
well-fitting shoes. Drink plenty of  fluids be-
fore, during and after the workout to prevent 
dehydration. Have some sugary foods or 
drink on hand just in case you need it. Stop 
the exercise if  you have pain or feel unwell. 

It is essential to start the exercises slowly 
and increase the amount of  activity gradu-
ally over the weeks. It is important to warm 
up before you begin your exercise. Start 
slowly for the first five to ten minutes and 
after the exercise cool down for the last five 
to ten minutes and finish by stretching to 
prevent muscle pain and injury.
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Stress
Being under stress may distract you from 
controlling your diabetes as people react 
differently under stress i.e. you may overeat 
or eat unhealthy foods and stress may make 
you careless about your treatment. It is not 
always possible to avoid stess. Stess causes 
the blood glucose level to increase. Stress 
maybe mental or emotional caused by 
exams, working shifts or overtime. When 
under stress blood glucose level should be 
checked more often than usual.

Complications Associated 
with Diabetes
Diabetes occurs when the body cannot con-
trol the level of  glucose (sugar) in blood and 
it becomes higher than the normal range. 
Blood glucose level should be controlled 
to prevent complications in the long term. 
If  the blood glucose level is not controlled 
properly one may experience hypoglycae-
mia (low blood glucose level) or hypergly-
caemia (high blood glucose level).

Hypoglycaemia
Hypoglycaemia is often abbreviated as 
“hypo”, this means blood glucose level 
is below the normal range. Diabetics on 
insulin can from time to time have Hypo, 
either because of  accidentally taking larger 
amount of  insulin or taking regular insulin 
but not having a proper food intake. Hypos 
occur when there is more insulin in the 
body than required. Keep a daily record of  
your blood glucose level. Ask your family 
doctor for advice. It is important to prevent 
hypos and treat them promptly.
Symptoms
A very low blood glucose level may cause 
any of  the following symptoms: feeling anx-
ious, sweating, trembling, feeling hungry. If  
the blood glucose level continues to fall one 
may experience difficulty in concentrating 
disorientation, blurred vision, headache, 
nausea, tiredness and palpitations. Severely 
low blood glucose level may cause un-
consciousness. Initial treatment for Hypo 
consists of  taking some glucose as soon as 
possible, after that  eat a carbohydrate rich 
snack or meal to prevent the blood glucose 
level from falling again.

It is advisable to carry an identification 
card giving details of  your diabetes and 
treatment in case of  an emergency.

Important note: If  you feel that you are 
losing consciousness then do not try to eat 
or drink because you may choke.

Hyperglycaemia
Hyperglycaemia is raised blood glucose 
level i.e. above 7 milliomoles/litre. Al-
though you may control your blood glucose 

level most of  the time there can be occa-
sions when illness, stress or not getting the 
right dose of  tablets or insulin can raise 
your blood glucose level. Hyperglycaemia 
can affect anyone with diabetes whether you 
take insulin, tablets or manage your diabetes 
with diet and exercise. To control diabetes 
you should find out what makes your blood 
glucose level rise. Try and remember what 
you did before an episode of  Hyperglycae-
mia and try to avoid it. If  your results are 
regularly e.g. 8-9 millimols/L, you should 
act quickly and not wait until you experi-
ence symptoms. Untreated Hyperglycaemia 
can lead to Diabetic Ketoacidosis in type I 
diabetes and non-ketotic hyperosmolar state 
in type 2 diabetes which is a very serious 
condition. This needs to be treated in the 
hospital therefore it is very important to 
treat hyperglycaemia promptly before it 
becomes an emergency.
Symptoms
Some people may have the following 
symptoms but some may not: Dry mouth, 
excessive thirst, lack of  energy, blurred vi-
sion, nausea, vomiting, frequent urination 
and feeling sleepy.

Long Term Complications
Peripheral Neuropathy
Peripheral Neuropathy is the damage to the 
nerves supplying the extremities of  your 
body, which causes pain or loss of  feeling in 
the toes, feet and can affect anyone who has 
had diabetes for years.

Damage to the nerves in your legs could 
cause complications e.g. foot ulcer, severe 
infections and therefore good foot care 

is important for everyone suffering from 
diabetes. Do not wear shoes, which are too 
tight. Check your feet daily for blisters or 
any broken skin. sores or wounds.
Symptoms
Tingling, burning or prickling sensation 
(you might feel pins and needles), numb-
ness or insensitivity to temperature or pain, 
extreme sensitivity to touch e.g. bedclothes 
lying on your feet at night. It is important to 
tell your family doctor or nurse about any 
symptoms, because a person suffering from 
diabetes Is slower to heal and the risk of  
infection is high.

Peripheral Ischaemia
Peripheral Ischaemia is the reduced blood 
supply to the legs and feet due to narrowing 
of  the arteries.
Symptoms
Cramp-like pain in your calves usually when 
walking or foot ulcers that won’t heal. Faint 
pulses in the feet or no pulses at all. One of  
the complications of  peripheral Ischaemia 
is gangrene.

Diabetic Retinopathy
Diabetic Retinopathy is eye damage.
Symptoms
Partial or complete loss of  vision. Cataracts.

Diabetic Nephropathy
Diabetic Nephropathy is Kidney damage.
Symptoms
Large amounts of  protein in the urine
